
MOSSYROCK CITY COUNCIL MEETING

February 13th, 2020
I     Call to Order 

The council meeting was called to order at approximately 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II   Roll Call – 7:01
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Treasurer Angeleetta Hartmann, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Jeff Bellino, Teresa Quinlan, Kathleen Brown and Greg Smith.  Absent/Excused: 
City Engineer and City Attorney.
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

III   Setting of Agenda 7:01
Mrs. Quinlan motioned to approve the setting of Agenda as written, Mrs. Brown seconded. Motion passed unanimously.
IV   Treasurer’s Report 7:02

Mr. Sasser commented that we usually have a big flow of funds in the first quarter going out due to yearly fees that are due. Last year we tried to balance out over the year so not everything has to be paid in the first quarter.

V   Staff and Committee Reports 7:04
A.    Public Works (Damon Stevens) 
Water: We are in the logistics phase of switching over to the Kamstrup meters. Going smoothly and meter are currently being manufactured. Software portion is being worked on and integrated into our system. Public Works has been staying on top of any leaks located in our system. Doing a good job.
Wastewater: Making use of Evergreen Rural Water of Washington, a USDA funded outfit that provides technical and hands on support. They have been coming out and using their sewer cam to check the conditions of our sewers. Everything is being documented on to video copies of where issues are located and mapping it all out. Last Thursday night, we started getting alarm calls out on Meadow Lane lift station and the pumps were not keeping up, so we had to call Tribeca back out to help with their pump truck. Discussion followed.
Streets:  Continuing to repair potholes as they show up. They installed delineators on the corner of Isbell and Mossyrock Rd West to prevent drivers from cutting the corners and creating large holes.
Mr. Sasser commented on the Kamstrup meters is that we are doing a full install in the months of June and July. We are also looking at changing it from cubic feet to gallons. This will help the homeowners to understand more of what they are using. Plenty of notification will go out to the homeowners so if they want a shutoff valve install, it can be done at that time. We already have seven to eight meters in the ground that we have been testing. These will be radio read meters. Discussion followed.
B.    Law Enforcement – Police Advisory Committee (Chief Morningstar)
Chief Morningstar commented that over a half dozen auxiliaries were activated over the last week during the bad weather and flooding to be able to help when needed. ALICE training will be presented again this year and an anti-drug campaign. Discussion followed.
Mr. Sasser asked how the K-9 unit was doing and Chief Morningstar said they will be going to the academy and then be put to work.

C.    Park Department - Randall Sasser
We had our open meeting talking about our six-year plan, we have gotten an ok from RCO regarding our plan so we can move forward. Later on we will be adopting the six-year plan.

D.    Planning Commission –   Chairperson Nancy Toenyan 
Mr. Sasser said that not much is going on here.
VI   Consent Agenda   7:15
A.   Minutes of January 2020 Council meeting and Vouchers to be approved
Mr. Sasser said vouchers had been done by Mrs. Minnear and Mr. Bellino.
 Mrs. Minnear motioned to approve the January Minutes and the Vouchers, Mrs. Quinlan seconded, motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Fred Ahrens commented on the Second Amendment Proclamation that was just passed in Napavine and would hope that our city council would take it up this evening and make a similar proclamation.
VIII   Old Business 7:17

Ordinance No. 412-1    Regarding Definitions of Nuisances and the Violations, 




         Abatements and Penalties

Mr. Sasser asked if there was any discussion on this ordinance, Mr. Smith said that they had reviewed the ordinance and basically the only need for adjustment if any was that any vehicles being worked on need to be covered and some care being taken care of so as to not cause an eyesore and look like a junk yard.

Mr. Bellino motioned to pass Ordinance No. 412-1 as written and Mr. Smith seconded. Motion passed unanimously.
IX     New Business - 7:20
A.     Dept of Ecology Grant
Mr. Sasser said we had applied for a grant to help with preplanning in updating the Wastewater Treatment Plant and this is in progress. Mrs. Hartmann also commented that we passed the first draft phase and will know in July if we make the final phase. It is a $200,000 grant, $100,000 hardship grant from the Dept of Ecology and $100,000 on our part.
B.
Contract for Washington Vegetation Management
Mr. Sasser explained that last year we had this company spray throughout the spring and summer and it really helped to keep the weeds down, very beneficial to the city. Some discussion followed. Mrs. Quinlan motioned to approve the Contract for Washington Vegetation Management and Mr. Bellino seconded. Motion passed with one opposed, Mrs. Minnear. Four council members said yes, One opposed.
C.
Resolution No. 2020-3    Adoption of the City of Mossyrock 2020 to 2026 Parks, 
Open Spaces and Recreation Comprehensive Plan

Mr. Sasser and Mrs. Hartmann again explained about the plan that is to be submitted to the RCO (Recreation and Conservation Office) for review and this is one of the steps that needed to be completed so that the city would be able to apply for any future grants through RCO.

Mrs. Quinlan motioned to approve Resolution No. 2020-3, Mr. Smith seconded. Motion passed unanimously.


D.
Ordinance 480-1    Revision/Amendment of the Budget for the Year 2020
Mr. Sasser and Mrs. Hartmann explained the reason for amending the 2020 Budget, funds need to be added for the Dept of Commerce Grant to replace the windows and lighting in the Community Center and the lights in City Hall. Funds for replacing the clarifier drive unit needed to be added to the Sewer Fund and funds for replacing the water meters to the Water Fund. 

Mr. Smith motioned to approve Ordinance 480-1 and Mrs. Brown seconded. Motion passed unanimously. 
E.
US Cellular Tower Possible Lease
Mr. Sasser explained the possible lease that could bring some extra income into the city. This has not been completed yet but is being worked on. He has met with the Cemetery District and things are going well.
F.
Twin City Transit - Joe Clark

Mr. Clark presented what Twin City Transit is doing to get more transportation out to the east end of Lewis County. One of the things they will be setting up in the next 18 months will be an electrical bus charging station. He explained that they are looking to not only put charging stations for the buses but for regular vehicles as well. They are also looking to add bus service for students who will be attending Centralia College and other resources for people who may need rides into Chehalis or Centralia. He said they are trying to roll all this out in the next 18 months.
G.
2nd Amendment

Mr. Fred Ahrens again commented on the Second Amendment and the reason why all those who were in attendance came out to voice their support and then he turned the conversation over to Chief Morningstar. Chief Morningstar presented the City Council and Mayor with a packet of information and a proclamation for the City Council and Mayor to review and accept if possible. He gave some background on what the Second Amendment Proclamations were all about. 

Mrs. Brown motioned to accept the Proclamation presented by Chief Morningstar and Mrs. Minnear seconded. Motion passed unanimously.
