
MOSSYROCK CITY COUNCIL MEETING

January 9th, 2020
I     Call to Order 

The council meeting was called to order at approximately 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II   Roll Call – 7:01
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Treasurer Angeleetta Hartmann, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Jeff Bellino, Teresa Quinlan, Kathleen Brown and Greg Smith.  Absent/Excused: 
City Engineer and City Attorney.
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

III   Setting of Agenda 7:02
Mrs. Minnear motioned to approve the setting of Agenda as written, Mrs. Brown seconded. Motion passed unanimously.
IV   Treasurer’s Report 7:02

Mr. Sasser explained further about the meeting being held on the 16th and how the projects we have slated to be done may impact the budget.
V   Staff and Committee Reports 7:04
A.    Public Works (Tony Poukkula) 

Water: Fixed three leaks this month and notified two homeowners of leaks on their side of the meter.
Wastewater: Wanted to thank all of those involved in the Christmas Day issue with the lift station, especially the Mayor. Lauren Stevenson from Evergreen Rural was out to sewer cam some of the sewer lines feeding and found a lot of I & I down there. It is short cycling the pumps causing them to run more.  

Streets:  New stop signs are being put up right now within the town. They are also working on potholes so you may have seen them around town working on those. Looking at getting the storm drains flushed out and cleaned out and more efficient. Also looking at replacing some in critical areas.
Mrs. Minnear asked what I & I meant, Tony said it is basically Infiltration and Influent, it is clear water running and causing the system to work more. Mr. Sasser said it also affects how the system runs.
Tony then showed everyone what was found in the bottom of the lift station. It was old things that were used to try and keep the floats down which turns the lift station on and off.

Mrs. Quinlan asked how long it has been since we had been in there to clean things out. Tony said they do not have any records of when the last time it was cleaned out.

Some discussion followed.
C.    Park Department -
Mr. Sasser commented about water in the Park and said he was having Devin Jackson, the City Engineer, out Monday to take a look and make some recommendations on what can be done in replacing the French drain. 
Mr. Sasser said that everyone should have a survey packet and we need input from the survey for any grant we want to apply for. Everyone has 10 surveys to hand out, Mrs. Hartmann said they do not have to live in town and Linda has already sent some other fliers out and Laura from the Hardware Store suggested putting some in the restaurants and grocery store. If need be, they can also be directed back to City Hall.

Discussion followed. Mr. Sasser said if we could get them back by the 16th so we can get the Parks plan in by the deadline.

B.    Law Enforcement – Police Advisory Committee (Chief Morningstar)
Chief said we had a little over 1400 calls between the two cities. Mossyrock had about 387 calls this year. Pretty high, we had a lot more traffic enforcement and people calling. They will be having another community event here on January 30th, Coffee with a Cop at the Lemon Tree from 10 to Noon.
Two Reserves are in the Academy right now. More ALICE training will be done this year.

A.     Resolution 2018-2.2   Regarding the Revising of the Credit Card Limit for the Mayor

Mr. Sasser explained to the council the reason for the increase of the credit card.

B.
Resolution 2020-1   Regarding Appointing a Custodian for the Petty Cash Fund

Mr. Sasser explained the need to appoint a Custodian for the Petty Cash Fund. He made 
the recommendation to keep it in the Financial area and he would like to appoint Mrs. 
Hartmann the Custodian of the Petty Cash Fund.

Mrs. Minnear motioned to appoint Mrs. Hartmann as Custodian of the Petty Cash Fund 
and Mrs. Brown seconded. Motion passed.
D.
Resolution 2020-2   Declaring Certain Property as Surplus and Authorizing Its Sale


Mr. Sasser said the Ford Taurus will be put out just like the trucks. We also have a safe, 
we purchased a bigger one, so this is a nice small home safe for someone. There will be a 
sealed bid on these. Mrs. Minnear asked what a rotary lock, we explained it was a dial 
combination lock.


Discussion followed.


Mrs. Quinlan motioned to approve Resolution 2020-2 for the sale of our surplus stuff and 
Mr. Smith seconded. Motion passed.

C.
Petty Cash Policy

Mrs. Minnear made the comment that this was just explaining what the petty cash was all 
about and Mrs. Hartmann said a question had been brought up to her regarding some of 
the verbiage and was asked to have it adjusted and clarified. A question was raised about 
the petty cash check and if I was the only one who could cash the check, so it was 
adjusted to read that the person designated to make the deposit could take the petty cash 
check to the bank. 

Another thing that Mr. Sasser wanted to address was down at the bottom of the policy it 
states that a council member or designee would conduct periodic petty cash audits. He 
suggested that when we do vouchers that the petty cash is audited at the same time.


Mrs. Quilan motioned to approve the revision of the Petty Cash Policy; Mrs. Minnear 
seconded. Motion passed.
E.
Water Meter Bids - 


Mr. Sasser said we have been talking about new meters for about two years.  He then 
explained the process of reading the meters. Instead of four hours per person it will only 
be a couple of hours and even he could do the readings. He would prefer the meters be 
read in gallons rather than cubic feet. Discussion followed.

Time frame would be that they would be installed over the summer. This will be done in 
two phases; we will bring the software portion in first and then the meters. More 
discussion.


Mr. Sasser wants to be a good steward of our constituents needs. More discussion.

Homeowners will also be offered to have a shutoff valve put on their side of the meter at 
their expense. More discussion.


Mr. Smith motioned to accept the bid on the meters and Mr. Bellino seconded. Motion 
passed.


F.
Clarifier Bid

Mr. Sasser said the bid came in at $109,000 and we had estimated about $53,000 they 
were the only bidders on it, and we met with them on Tuesday and went over the bid 
packet with them. What we estimated was off. Discussion followed.

Our time frame is again during the summertime, the company has about 88 million 
dollars in signed contracts out right now. Mrs. Quinlan asked if the pricing was correct 
and Mr. Sasser said yes. Discussion followed.


Mrs. Quinlan asked if we have a problem with people plumbing their rainwater into the 
sewer system like some have done in Winlock. Mr. Sasser said it was very clear water 
going through the lines, but he does not see any of that.


Mrs. Quinlan asked if there was any guarantee on the clarifier and Mr. Sasser said yes. 
Mr. Bellino asked if this was the only bid we received, and we said yes. Mrs. Minnear 
asked if this was a backup and Mr. Sasser said no, we have to get them fixed.

Mrs. Brown motioned to accept the bid for the clarifiers and Mrs. Minnear seconded. 
Motion passed.
