
MOSSYROCK CITY COUNCIL MEETING

March 12th, 2020
I     Call to Order 

The council meeting was called to order at approximately 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II   Roll Call – 7:01
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Treasurer Angeleetta Hartmann, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Jeff Bellino, Kathleen Brown and Greg Smith.  Absent/Excused: Teresa Quinlan,
City Engineer and City Attorney.
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

III   Setting of Agenda 7:02
Mrs. Brown motioned to approve the setting of Agenda as written, Mr. Smith seconded. Motion passed unanimously.
IV   Treasurer’s Report 7:02
See Attached Report given by Mrs. Hartmann
Mr. Sasser said that currently there are about six different grants we are working on for the parks and other areas of the city.
V   Staff and Committee Reports 7:04
A.    Public Works (Damon Stevens) 
Water: The public works team fixed two major water leaks, one on Young Road and one on Isbell Road. There were also two minor leaks, one on Godfrey and the other at the post office. Preparations have begun for Kamstrup meter change out. A transducer was changed out on the Dos Cemetery reservoir.
Wastewater: The public works team has been actively cleaning sewer lines, much needed. They are also pinpointing connections that are adding unnecessary rain/ground water into the sewer system to be addressed later. Adjustments are being made at the wastewater plant for the weather which is beginning to change.
Streets:  Two storm drains have been recently uncovered and are still being investigated. Two wooden street sign poles are being replace with metal ones. A fresh pothole list has been made and has had a dent put in them already.
B.    Law Enforcement – Police Advisory Committee (Chief Morningstar)
Chief Morningstar commented that they have filed a grant for a resource officer for Mossyrock School.

They have more patrols on at night. ALICE training will be continuing next two weeks at the school.

Mr. Sasser asked him to think about what kind of support staff we will be able to have at our 4th of July Celebration

C.    Park Department - Randall Sasser
There are breaks in our clay tile in the park that is part of the drainage system. It is an 8-inch line that needs to be replaced. We were looking at fixing it this year but may have to put it off till next year to see what kind of funding we can get for that. May have to do a partial repair.
We are also working on an RCO grant.

We are also planning a 4th of July Celebration with a community potluck. He explained a little of what we are planning.
D.    Planning Commission –   Chairperson Nancy Toenyan 
Ms. Toenyan asked about Ordinance 312-1 and if the council had voted on this and if it was approved. It was determined that this was passed on the 12th of December. She commented that it says that committee members have to reside within the 98564-zip code, not just have a business here but must reside in. She also asked if the council was in agreement with this ordinance because there is some contention about what it says.  Mrs. Minnear said it was approved at the December 12th meeting. Mr. Sasser asked what some of the issues were with the ordinance. Ms. Toenyan explained what the issues were. She is frustrated that a person she submitted to the planning commission still has not been vetted by the mayor. She finds this problematic. She wants the council to adhere to the law. She also needs a timely response to vetting people she has suggested to be on the committee. Some discussion followed.
It was asked what the vetting process is. Mr. Sasser said the biggest problem is him finding the time to sit down and speak with that person. It was asked if the ordinance may need to have adjustments made.

VI   Consent Agenda   7:17
A.   Minutes of February 2020 Council meeting and Vouchers to be approved
Mr. Sasser said vouchers had only been done by Mr. Smith so another council member needs to verify vouchers. Mr. Bellino volunteered to come in tomorrow and verify vouchers.
Mrs. Minnear motioned to approve the February Minutes and table the vouchers till next month, Mrs. Brown seconded, motion passed unanimously.
VII Public Comment on Agenda Items 7:20
Ms. Toenyan asked what the grants were that we were working on. Mr. Sasser said there were three for the parks, Mrs. Hartmann said there was a CDBG application due by June 3rd, AWC RMSA Grant for the walkway in park, RCO grant for the Veteran's Memorial Park, Dept of Ecology grant for planning and preconstruction for the wastewater plant, Dept of Commerce Energy Efficiency grant and then we have our Kamstrup meters and the clarifier.
VIII   Old Business 7:20
A.
US Cellular Tower Lease
Mr. Sasser commented that we have a lease signed with US Cellular with right of way approval. We are just waiting for the signed copies back. This would give us monthly income of about $1,000 and we will make a determination as to where the monies will be directed. 
IX     New Business - 7:21
A.     Resolution No. 2020-4   Recreation and Conservation Office (RCO) Applicant 





Resolution/Authorization
The purpose for the Resolution is so that we can proceed with the grant application process.
Mr. Sasser said that we had made a trip to Olympia to find out what the process was in applying for a grant.
The question was asked by Ms. Toenyan what the amount of the grant application was, Mrs. Hartmann said there was no amount as of yet as because they have to get together with the Veterans and the Garden Club to determine the scope of the project. She asked if we were not applying for a particular value amount, Mrs. Hartmann said we are but we haven't put a value amount yet and Mr. Sasser said this is just the preapplication form. She then asked which program this was out of for RCO. Discussion followed. 
Then she asked what the value on the CDBG grant was and Mrs. Hartmann said $30,000. She then asked what it was for and Mrs. Hartmann explained that it was for pre-planning of the WWTP.
Mr. Smith motioned to approve Resolution No. 2020-4, RCO Applicant Resolution/Authorization, Mr. Bellino seconded, question called and passed unanimously.

B.
Resolution 2020-5   Certification of Compliance for Community 






Development Block Grant     (CDBG)
The purpose for this Resolution is that this is a grant and can be applied toward the loan by the Dept of Ecology which would reduce the loan we will be getting
Ms. Toenyan again asked if we had plans for the plant improvements. Mrs. Hartmann said that we have a tentative draft grant accepted by the Dept of Ecology and this is going to be attached to that as part of it. Mrs. Hartmann had spoken to Mr. David Dunn from the Dept of Ecology and he said everything was moving forward and we should get our final approval in September when they release the other grants.

 Mrs. Brown motioned to approve Resolution 2020-5, Mrs. Minnear seconded, question called, motion passed unanimously.
C.
Ordinance 482    Provisions and Definitions of Storage Containers and Violations, 




Abatements and Penalties

Discussion on this ordinance started with Mr. Smith asking about a grandfather clause for those residence and businesses that already have storage containers. Mrs. Minnear commented that she did not see anything regarding any grandfather clause. Mrs. Brown said she thought that this had been brought up once before. Mrs. Hartmann said yes, but a moratorium had been put in place and this is the actual ordinance governing how we handle the storage containers. Mr. Smith said he thought they had but he did not see anything regarding this.

Mr. Sasser then asked the planning committee members present if they had addressed this issue. Ms. Toenyan asked what the question was, Mr. Smith asked if there was any grandfather clause added to the ordinance for people who already had storage units. She said that if there had been any grandfather clause it would have had to land before the moratorium or planning commission which then goes through the council commission. She said this predates her and she does not know when the moratorium was set. Mrs. Hartmann said the moratorium was set October 10th, 2019. She said anything that landed before October 10th would be grandfathered in and verified. This only pertains to within city limits. Mr. Sasser asked if this should include UGA (Urban Growth Area) as also. Anything done in UGA, the county kicks back to the city. Hopefully UGA at some point down the road would be part of the city. Ms. Toenyan said she thinks that would apply also. 
Ms. Toenyan asked if there were maps available for the city verses UGA. Mr. Sasser said yes. Mr. Rose said the county has those maps online as well.
Mr. Smith motioned to table Ordinance 482.
Discussion followed. 
Mrs. Hartmann reminded Mr. Sasser that there was a motion about the ordinance by Mr. Smith. Mr. Bellino asked if it was a motion to table, Mr. Bellino seconded. 
More discussion followed. The planning commission was present and wanted to be able to pass their first ordinance. Mr. Sasser said we needed to look at it closer.

Mrs. Hartmann said the next council meeting is the 9th of April which is the day before the moratorium is due to expire. Mr. Smith said if we could get the updates before then it should not be a problem and Mr. Sasser said if needed we could extend the moratorium for another 30 days. 

Mr. Sasser said to go ahead and move forward with a motion, Mrs. Hartmann said there was a motion made and seconded and again explained that the next council meeting is before the 10th which is before the six-month expiration. So, it can be brought back at the next council meeting. Mr. Bellino said that if we have to we can extend the moratorium.

Question called; motion passed unanimously.
X.
Public Comment on other Items - 7:35
Someone asked about the movie and Mrs. Hartmann said it was "The Sandlot" and that there would be hotdogs donated by Smith Grocery. The city has enough money made at the movies selling candies and stuff that the city will be buying the buns and other things needed. 

A question was asked if the revenue from the cell tower was annual or monthly, it will be monthly. Allocated to a specific area. Discussion followed.
The question was asked how meetings were going to be handled. Through Facebook and the county has a website for all announcements.
Chief Morningstar wanted everyone to know that there has been calls regarding people parking in front of the church and school and he wanted everyone to know that these are people playing a game on their phones. It sends them to certain locations to find things on their phones. So, don't panic. They are not stalkers or burglars.

He also wanted to let everyone know about plans for our 4th of July celebration and how they can get involved. We need volunteers. Some discussion followed.
Mr. Sasser then touched on the Coronavirus pandemic and how it is affecting us and asked everyone to take the necessary precautions. Some discussion followed.
