
MOSSYROCK OPEN PUBLIC MEETING REGARDING
RESOLUTION NO. 2020-3  ADOPTION OF THE CITY OF MOSSYROCK 2020 TO 2026 PARKS, OPEN SPACES AND RECREATON COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AND ORDINACE NO. 480-1 REVISION OF THE BUDGET FOR THE YEAR 2020
February 13th, 2020
I     Call to Order 

The Open Public Meeting was called to order at approximately 6:00 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II   Roll Call – 6:00
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Treasurer Angeleetta Hartmann, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Jeff Bellino, Teresa Quinlan, Kathleen Brown and Greg Smith.  Absent/Excused: 
City Engineer and City Attorney.
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

Mr. Sasser said we would speak to the budget first, Ordinance 480-1, and turned the discussion over to Mrs. Hartmann.
Mrs. Hartmann apologized that everyone did not get a copy of the budget. She explained that we were adjusting the budget from what was passed in 2019 for the 2020 Budget Year. She explained that the budget would be adjusted from $976,727 to $1,259,088 and the reason being and she will show anyone the breakdown if so requested, is for the addition of funds for the Community Center which is about $39,000, a little over that to renovate the Community Center and the City Hall. This is putting new lights and windows for the Community Center and lights for City Hall. 

The other addition is for the water and sewer funds, the sewer is for the clarifier that needs to be replaced which is a little over $100,000 so with that we have added a little over $164,766 and that includes some extra, just in case. All of this is coming out of our reserves that we have been setting aside from our 10% that is being done monthly. 

The other thing is for the water, we are replacing all of the meters. The meters will be about $105,007 with some engineering. Again, this is from the budget monies set aside for capital improvements. 
The question was asked what the cost would be for those who wanted individual shutoffs placed on their side of the meter. Mr. Sasser said this has not been decided on yet.

Mr. Sasser explained that the idea behind the upgrade is to go to radio reads and this will allow the meters to be read in about a half hour instead of the guys spending four to six hours every day for three days to read the meters. Also, this would have the capability to find leaks for the homeowners sooner rather than later. Other discussion followed.
Mr. Sasser also explained that for the clarifier, it is not the whole clarifier but just the drive cage to get the second clarifier up and running. We are doing this to get funding grants and this was given as instructions from the Department of Ecology.
The community center is a project that has been worked on for the last two years and we will hopefully be finishing up on this soon.

Mr. Sasser asked for any question on this. None were expressed.

Mr. Sasser said the next subject was the Open Spaces and this has been discussed with RCO (Recreation and Conservation Office) and they have given their approval to move forward with the six-year plan, this was the first step. 

Mr. Sasser asked the council to review their packets to see if they had any questions.

Mrs. Hartmann asked Mr. Meade if there about the railroad hub information. Mr. Meade deferred to Mr. Aldrich but he had no other information to contribute. The red line item will be removed. 

Mrs. Hartmann explained some of the timeline and the survey that was conducted. She read some of the pros and cons. This is not set in stone, but we have to present a vision. Mr. Meade aske if we were taking input. His concern was if the city was taking into consideration the major expansion that we are suggesting and if we have considered the maintenance and upkeep on any new structures and facilities over the life of the upgrades. We said that this has been considered and we will look at everything before we proceed and will work closely with RCO and other grant programs to be sure we will be in compliance. Mrs. Hartmann said this is definitely something to take into consideration.

Mr. Bellino asked what kind of structures we were considering for putting out in the park, Mr. Sasser said the same type since we already have the engineering plans for that.

Some discussion followed.
Mrs. Hartmann asked if there were any other comments. None were voiced.
