
MOSSYROCK CITY COUNCIL MEETING

January 14, 2021
I     Call to Order 

The council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:09 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II   Roll Call – 6:09
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Treasurer Angeleetta Hartmann, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Jeff Bellino, Teresa Quinlan, Craig Byrum and Attorney Marissa Jay. Excused: City Engineer and Shannon Mcarron.
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

III   Setting of Agenda 6:09
Mrs. Minnear motioned to set the agenda; Mr. Byrum seconded. Question called and passed.

IV   Treasurer Report   6:10
See attached Treasurer's Report.
A couple of things that the mayor wanted to comment on was that the monies we received back from Commerce were for the funds spent in the community center. Putting windows in and doing the lights. It also carries over for three years for them to do the reporting to show what the impact was on that.
As far as how this Coronavirus is going to affect us down the road, being a small town, it helps us a little bit but things that he sees taking place is like our pass-through funds that we get from the county for our streets. That will definitely have an impact this next year. Also, our road and fuel tax will be down considerably. We will not know how all this will shake out till later in the year. Last year we did reallocate some of our pass-through funds to do a regrind on E. State Street instead of doing some chip sealing on some of our secondaries. Comments followed.

Mrs. Minnear asked about the bubbling up portion in the park and if that was going to be addressed. Mr. Sasser said that the whole issue in the park will have to be addressed. It has a 24" to 36" line going into an 18" line, but this does not fall under streets, that is part of the parks and we will have to find funds for that. With the developments being done upstream and the wetlands and everything else flows down this way, it just isn't enough drainage for that. We were looking at replacing that in 2020 and then COVID came and we pulled the plug on that. More comments followed.
V   Staff and Committee Reports   6:18
A.  Public Works (Mr. Sasser) 
See attached report.

Mr. Sasser commented on the line on Isbell that Mrs. Hartmann had mentioned. That entire line in the last three years has broken a dozen times reason being is that when the line was put in way back when, inferior product was used and not even set in the ground in the proper way. Everywhere there has been a break there was a rock underneath it. He said that it is going to be tough to get funding to replace this line because Commerce feels this is a maintenance issue and so we are going to have to find funds somehow to replace that line. It will probably be through a low interest loan. More comments followed.

Mrs. Minnear asked if with COVID going on, are there still some low interest loans available for these kind of project upgrades. Mr. Sasser said that doing it now would not make any difference in the interest rates because this will be at least a two-year project. This will be a long process.

Mr. Sasser then explained a little about the somating process and the effluent process which was part of the report.

The public works guys were called out at 3 o'clock in the morning with debris in the road after the big windstorm we had. 
B.  Law Enforcement (Chief Morningstar)

Chief Morningstar gave a report on all the law enforcement activity. See report.
The big event was the join task team for the arrest of the individual selling drugs that led to the death of a local person. A second arrest was done in Centralia to complete the start of the original arrest here in Mossyrock. 

New auxiliary person also brought on and comments on other personnel.

Mr. Sasser commented and said that information like what was given to the council really specifies how they are working in our area. He commended the Chief and his people on doing a great job.

C.    Park Department - Randall Sasser
Nothing happening right now. There is some discussion on possibly having something for the 4th of July weekend. Will know more in the next two or three weeks. There is a gentleman wanting to put on a concert for the Veterans. He has done this in several places.
The other part of it is in April, the people who put on the fireworks demonstration last year, Jake's Fireworks, are going to come back again and they are looking for a three-day event and they want to rent the park and also the community center. They thought they would be drawing in about 300 of their vendors to come in to look at their fireworks. Mr. Sasser commented on what last year looked like and future events.

D.    Planning Commission – Mr. Sasser 
On January 19th they will be having an open house meeting and zoom meeting. On the 26th of January will be their regular meeting and on February 10th will be a zoom meeting for the Comp Plan. Mrs. Hartmann said the 19th meeting is also a zoom meeting, open to the public from 5:30 to 7:30.

Resolution 2021-01   Declaring to Support the Efforts for Potential Branding of the 





City of Mossyrock
Mr. Sasser said that Mr. Coppock shared last month about branding for our city and a logo and we just need a motion to move forward with this. Mrs. Quinlan asked if we were going to be able to have more input on this and Mr. Sasser said yes. Mrs. Quinlan then motioned to approve Resolution 2021-01 and Mr. Byrum seconded the motion. Mr. Sasser then asked if there was any further discussion and Mrs. Minnear asked if this was approving the $6,000 that Mr. Coppock had mentioned and Mr. Sasser said no, we were just authorizing them to explore this process of branding and the council will have the final say. 
Mrs. Minnear then presented what they did when she was in the town of Boring, OR and what they did to get a logo for them and the cost. More discussion followed. 

Question called on motion, motion passed.
B.
Addendum to Contractual Agreement with Freedom Environmental Services
Mr. Sasser explained what the addendum was for and who Mr. Stevens was. He said the contract identifies two things, one the rate increases from $35 per month to $45 per month and then two, it is taking away one of the people on the payroll who is paid for working on the weekends. Mr. Stevens will absorb that pay.

Mr. Sasser said he is very, very valuable to keep on.

Discussion followed. Mrs. Quinlan motioned to approve the addendum to the contract with Freedom Environmental Services, Mrs. Minnear seconded. Question called; motion passed.
C.
Ordinance 336-1   Revising and updating Planning Commission information
Mr. Sasser said this was being redone because it was put on the wrong ordinance and he asked Ms. Jay to verify this and she said they had to update the verbiage and other information. 
Mrs. Quinlan asked if people can be outside city limits and in the 98564-zip code. More discussion followed.

Mr. Byrum motioned to approve Ordinance 336-1 and Mr. Bellino seconded. Question called; motion passed.

Resolution No. 2021-02   Updating and Authorizing the Mayor to enter into Interlocal Agreement with Lewis Co for use of Jail Facilities
Mr. Sasser commented that a couple of months ago we brought this to the council regarding picking numbers for beds in the county jail and now they are going away with that and just charging the flat fees of $75 for those residents in the county jail. It is like a pay as you go. Discussion followed.

Mr. Byrum motioned to approve Resolution No. 2021-02, Mrs. Minnear seconded. Question called; motion passed.
