
MOSSYROCK CITY COUNCIL MEETING

February 11, 2021
I     Call to Order 

The council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:03 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
III   Roll Call – 6:04
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Treasurer Angeleetta Hartmann, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Jeff Bellino, Teresa Quinlan, Craig Byrum and Shannon Mcarron. Excused: City Engineer and City Attorney.
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

II
Pledge of Allegiance

IV   Setting of Agenda 6:05
Mr. Bellino motioned to set the agenda; Mrs. Quinlan seconded. Question called and passed.

V   Treasurer Report   6:06
Mrs. Hartmann read her report, report attached.
Mr. Sasser's recommendation is that we go ahead and let the State Auditor's to go ahead with the audit and get it done sooner rather than later. 
Couple of things that we need to keep in mind according to Mr. Sasser is that on the copier it is not that we are keeping the cost about the same it is a fact about getting a repair man that is closer where we can get them out a day earlier since they have a person in Centralia. Mrs. Hartmann corrected and said they are on Jackson Hwy. Also, the cost of the color copies is a little less than what the other ones are. 

The other thing we need to keep in mind, Mr. Sasser said is that our contract for labor and we have already set some things in motion but that could be a situation where things might have to readjust. 

We are also going to upgrade the heating unit for the community center and making it more efficient. We are currently getting bids on that. The things we are doing to improve the community center is so that we can rent it out more and also to maybe be able to redo the kitchen as well. Comments followed. Another thing that we will be looking at is redoing tables and a few other things to make it more user friendly. We were on an uptick swing in renting out the community center till COVID hit. More comments.
Mrs. Minnear commented that there are a few plaques from MAAL and see if they can be put up on the walls. Mr. Sasser said that they would take a look at those in the next couple of weeks and make a decision on that. More comments.
Mr. Sasser said that when we take a look at the budget and see that we are holding our own, he is tickled with that. Because when everything got shut down in March, we took a look at some projections on how it was going to affect the city and at that time it was going to be pretty severe if things kept the way they were. But the way it is right now, we are holding our own. He is pleased about that. For example, the guys came to him to see about purchasing something for $100 and he denied it because we still have to be really cautious in how we are spending our every penny until our revenue source get back to the same levels as we were before the pandemic. 

Mr. Quinlan asked how often we redo our contract with the workers. Mr. Sasser said that last time it was three years. He would like to get it back down to two years instead of three. The reason why it did three last time is because we negotiated for a little over a year and so they said they would agree with the contract if we went to a three-year contract. Essentially we got everything we as a city requested. So, we gave them the three-year contract.
VI   Staff and Committee Reports   6:14
B.  Law Enforcement (Chief Morningstar)

Chief Morningstar gave a brief synopsis of his report.
Mr. Sasser had a couple of questions, the K-9 unit, what is he being trained to detect. Chief said it would be a single purpose drug dog, not a bite dog. Mr. Sasser asked if he is being trained for a specific drug. Chief replied he is not being trained in marijuana and will be trained in opioids, methamphetamines, and stuff like that. He said we are getting a new dog through that program.

Mr. Sasser asked if Tel Lovan was a reserve officer and Chief said yes. Mr. Sasser asked if he was ever able to leave the car at his house. Chief said he is not a class one yet, when he graduates the academy then he can but not for any longer than they are working. Mr. Sasser was hoping that if the car was parked in his driveway it would deter the street racing and speeding on that stretch of road. Chief said they are also working on that problem. Mr. Lovan will be tasked more here in Mossyrock once he graduates since he lives in this area.
Mr. Sasser asked when he will be going to the academy and Chief said once a slot opens up, they plan on sending three to the academy. Mr. Sasser asked about the cost and Chief explained how they raise donation to support the individuals and it cost approximately $3,500 per person to go through the academy. Some discussion followed.

A.  Public Works (Mr. Sasser) 
Mr. Sasser commented that they had a mysterious water leak that ran for three days straight, 24 hours a day. And it just kept up with the reservoirs, and that is pumping 80 gallons a minute. Somewhere along the line it all of a sudden stopped and the reservoirs filled up. The conclusion was that somewhere out there in the land of waterlines, that on somebody's property that got hit or broke or something that allowed that, and the property owner realized it and fixed it. That is the only thing they can contribute it to, and they hunted for two days straight to try and find it. That is a pretty significant amount of water loss. Comments followed.
Other than this, just doing some upgrades at the WWTP with putting in some sheds.

Things slow down with one of our public works guys, so he has been working in getting the shop cleaned up and organized.

C.    Park Department - Randall Sasser
Nothing except we were going to have a gentleman here to talk about the cleanup with the wind fall of trees on the Mossy Rock hill. We will talk about that later.
Mr. Rose asked about the fireworks schedule and Mr. Sasser said it is still in April, Mrs. Hartmann said it is scheduled for the 24th of April tentatively. 

D.    Planning Commission – Mr. Sasser 
Planning Commission is still working on the Growth Management and moving forward with that and working with Jim Buzzards office and our city engineer, Devin Jackson. They had a partial zoom meeting last night; our computer would not acknowledge the zoom meeting. Still have this tentatively set to be completed by our June meeting so it can be voted on. Mrs. Hartmann said that the first draft is tentatively done but they found some tweaking they need to do before it is submitted for review.
Mr. Bellino asked about the guys cleaning up the shop, he had brought up a while ago the maintenance logs the equipment, vehicles, and tools. Is any of this being done? Mr. Sasser said each vehicle is supposed to have their own maintenance log and he has not looked at them, but he will check into this. Mrs. Hartmann commented that she does not believe they are doing it so Mr. Sasser said for sure he will follow up on this. Mr. Bellino said he would like to look at what they have. Mrs. Quinlan then commented and asked that have we taken inventory of everything we own with serial numbers. Mrs. Hartmann said that supposedly the guys have a list of assets and stuff that they are getting to her because that is part of the reports that she needs to have done. Comments followed. Mr. Bellino asked if there was any reason why a council member could not attend the staff meetings and both Mr. Sasser and Mrs. Hartmann said they are welcome to attend at 8 am on Friday or Tuesday. Mrs. Quinlan asked if this was posted and no they are not because they are internal staff meetings. More comments followed.
Mrs. Minnear revisited the issue about the ghost lines and asked if they were being caped when found and yes they are. Discussion followed.

IX   Old Business 6:32
We have old business as far as things that need to be tidied up.

Mr. Sasser also told Marsha from the planning commission is to work on the fees and license fees for the city once we get the growth management done. A lot of this is also still affected by the state of emergency by the state and Governor Inslee.

A.
Resolution 2021-03     Amending the Scope of Work and Public Participation Plan of the 2020-2021 Periodic Review and Update of the Mossyrock Comprehensive Plan
Mrs. Hartmann did not hand out the updated versions of the plans because they were just updating the dates. Basically, it was revising some of the dates for open meetings for public response so it can be kept current. Mr. Sasser said we may be doing this every meeting so that we can stay in compliance. He made it very plain to our attorney and engineer that that end date has to happen. It is critical to the city. He has appointed one person in the office, and it is their main focus above all else and that is Ms. Hannon since that falls under Ms. Hannon's umbrella of responsibility and he told her last week that that is the most critical thing she has on her plate. This has to take place.

Mrs. Minnear asked what the dates were, Mrs. Hartmann said that is in the updated plans and that the council members were only given the resolution. If they want copies of everything she can give it to them, but they would basically be getting the same papers each time with just minor date changes. The consensus was that they did not need the whole packet each time. If they wanted they could request a copy. Mr. Byrum asked if we had a public meeting on this yesterday and Mrs. Hartmann said they tried but she said that Ms. Hannon could not log onto

Zoom and no one had requested to be part of the zoom. There was only one person which was the city attorney and she just called in. There were also two other people who showed up for the meeting. Mrs. Hartmann came down to help them try to get online but was unsuccessful. She left before the meeting really started but Mr. Sasser said that from a legal standpoint, we met the obligation. Mr. Rose asked when the next meeting was, and Mrs. Hartmann said she thought it was March 9th but had to verify that. She will get back to him on that. 
It was asked if the revised copies will be posted on the website with meeting dates updated and Mrs. Hartmann was not sure. She said she will check tomorrow and get it taken care of. It was asked if it had been posted in the newspaper and Mrs. Hartmann said it had. Mr. Sasser said it was Ms. Jay's, our attorney, to let us know when things need to be posted and Ms. Hannon's job to see that it gets done through Visions and the paper.
Mrs. Minnear motioned to approve Resolution 2021-03; Mr. Byrum seconded. Question called and passed.
B.
Marcus T. Trim - 4th of July Weekend
Mr. Sasser introduced Mr. Trim and explained a little about why he was here.

Mr. Trim said he was with an organization call Alaska's Healing Hearts and also works for an organization called Permission to Start Dreaming, PTSD. They want to specialize in  fundraising for veterans and police officers and first responders, anybody who has dealt with PTSD and get them into an area where they can heal. There is an organization called the Fixers on the BYU television, they went up into Alaska and he was with that group that went up there to set up a group to help these individuals who were struggling. He and a few other musicians are trying to bring attention to this issue and would like to start something in this area and would like to do something over the 4th of July weekend. They want to bring as much attention and traffic and business to the area. Mr. Byrum asked what type of crowd they expect to gather? Mr. Trim commented on who they are associated with and said that ideas like this have a way of taking off especially with social media and if the whole community gets behind it. 
Mr. Sasser said that what Mossyrock Area Action League (MAAL) were talking about something similar to this before the pandemic hit and working with the city to try and put together a 4th of July parade. The parade was directed to everything patriotic, they could decorate cars, bicycles, themselves in patriotic theme. 
Mr. Sasser was hoping that some of the members of MAAL would have been present but the weather has kept a lot of people home so he would like to propose a resolution that the city would encourage or support this effort. With that, then we can get the word out and MAAL will be the mechanism to help this take place. Either in the park or here on the streets. More comments followed.

Mrs. Mcarron asked when they are wanting to do this because the Fire Department will be putting on the fireworks display, and it already draws a crowd. Mr. Trim said that it could be a two-day event depending on what we wanted to do. Mr. Sasser had already talked to the Fire Chief about this. 
The discussion continued. Mr. Sasser said that he would like to see a resolution put together for the next council meeting supporting this event. 

Mrs. Quinlan said that Mossyrock used to have a 4th of July parade and afterwards would have a bike rodeo for the kids and the kids could also get their bikes inspected and get a free helmet. Mrs. Mcarron said she would like to see that happen again. 
Mr. Trim said that he will check but he will see if Jon Voight would be interested in coming to support the event, he will check it out.

Mr. Bellino asked why we needed a resolution and Mr. Sasser said it shows the city's support for what will be taking place and the veterans. It is not law but just recognition. More discussion.

Mr. Sasser voiced his appreciation for all the council has done this last year.

Mr. Trim also asked that we may want to post on the website for volunteers who may want to help with this event and help with planning.
C.

Mrs. Mcarron motioned to accept Ordinance 487-1 to amend the budget for the year 2021. Mr. Byrum seconded the motion. Question called and passed unanimously.
