
MOSSYROCK CITY COUNCIL MEETING

April 8, 2021
I     Call to Order 

The council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:05 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II
Pledge of Allegiance

III   Roll Call – 6:05
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Treasurer Angeleetta Hartmann, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Jeff Bellino, Teresa Quinlan, and Shannon Mcarron. Excused: City Engineer City Attorney, and Council Member Craig Byrum. 
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

IV   Setting of Agenda 6:06
Mrs. Mcarron motioned to set the agenda; Mr. Bellino seconded. Question called and passed.

V   Treasurer Report   6:06
Mrs. Hartmann read her report, report attached.
Mr. Sasser commented that one of the things he anticipates this year and the first and second quarter of next year that our tax revenue will increase just because of increase in real estate properties and also too the new homes being built and sold. He also believes our excise taxes will be gaining more. Discussion followed.

Mrs. Quinlan asked how the audit was going and if it was going to be virtually and if it was going to take longer. Mrs. Hartmann said she thinks it is going to be quicker because they will be telling us what the parameters are of the audit and what it is going to be, and we send them all the information and there will not be anyone at the office to have to work around. Mrs. Quinlan asked if it was a flat fee or hourly and Mrs. Hartmann said hourly. She said they have increased their rates, but she is thinking that since they do not have travel time and other things associated with coming down here that hopefully it will be under $10,000 for the audit. Discussion followed.
VI   Staff and Committee Reports   6:11
A.  Public Works (Mr. Sasser)

Mr. Sasser commented on the leaks, the public works does meter reads on Monday or Tuesday, Mrs. Hartmann said they are done on Mondays, to check for leaks and numerous owners have been notified if a leak is indicated. This has been very helpful back to the public. Additional comments followed. 
Mr. Sasser said that last month we brought online Clarifier #2 that was rebuilt last year. We are finding out that all the fuses are old and are being replaced in the process.

Potholes are being marked for repair.

Mrs. Minnear asked about the trucks parked on Meadow Lane at the lift station and Mr. Sasser said it was probably the electrician checking the work they had done previously.

D.    Planning Commission – Mrs. Manley 

They have been busy reviewing the growth management and they had their last meeting yesterday. She said it has brought to light a number of smaller ordinances that need to be brought up to date and that is the next thing that is on her agenda. They will have a priority list that they would like to work on. They did have one person come to the meeting and expressed concern about a certain area. A letter was given to the council with the concerns from the business in that area. Comments followed. Concerns are that it is a public safety issue.
This brings up that there are other areas in the city that people are sleeping at like the park bathrooms and in the post office and other places. The concern is what we do with these people because our city does not have resources for these people. Discussion followed.

B.  Law Enforcement (Chief Morningstar)

Mr. Sasser asked if the Chief could have more presence in that the area by Country Shotz can be checked for people staying at that area.

Chief Morningstar gave a brief synopsis of his report. Discussion followed about other areas where people are spotted at night.
Mr. Sasser asked about the K-9 unit and how it is supported. Chief explained the process for this.

A.   Minutes of March 11th and Voucher approval for February and March 2021:

IX   Old Business 6:39
As part of the parks report, Mr. Sasser commented that the MAAL had their 4th meeting last night about the 4th of July event to be held on the 4th of July weekend. They started putting a plan together as far as the time frame as to what is going to happen. They have gotten another band signed up, Decade Detour. They will play either day. 

The parade will be the veterans, first responders, fire dept., and others. There will be a retiring of American flags presented by Chief. We will be recognizing members of our community as well. Discussion followed. The parade will be Saturday at 10 am. 

Mrs. Manley said their bake sale raised over a thousand dollars for the flagpole at the memorial park.

A.
Ordinance 489    Reaffirming Mossyrock Ordinance No. 374 





Regarding Stormwater Management
Mr. Sasser commented that in the past whenever we have done the Growth Management or updating of any of our plans, it has never gone through the scrutiny as it has now. With that, having our engineer plus legal look at everything, a lot of things have come to light we haven't updated or things we should have done years ago to be in compliance with the RCW. One of them was our stormwater ordinance and that is what 489 is for. Our city engineer, Devin Jackson, and our city attorneys have looked at this and worked in conjunction and making sure all the verbiage is right and all the engineering information is what it needs to be. At this point he is putting his trust in our professionals who put this document together and updated it, that is our city engineer and attorneys, and it is their jobs to keep us out of trouble. His recommendation is to accept it as it is. More comments followed.

Mrs. Mcarron motioned to pass Ordinance 489 to replace Mossyrock Ordinance No. 374 regarding Stormwater Management. Mr. Bellino seconded. Discussion followed. Mr. Sasser called for the question and motion passed.
B.
Bid award for F-150 - Being Rebid
Mr. Sasser explained that no one had bid on the F-150 so it is being put up for bid again except this time there will be no minimum. Bidding is open till 10 am on April 15th. Discussion followed.
C.
Vendor permits during special city events
Mr. Sasser said we need to discuss this; it was brought up at the MAAL meeting and thrown back to the city. The question is if business owners want to put a table out in front of their business to sell their goods, are they going to get charged to have to have a vendor's license. Discussion followed. Mrs. Quinlan explained what had happened before which clarified what the issue actually was. More discussion. 

Mrs. Hartmann said she would review city ordinances to see if there were any regulations already in place.
Mr. Bellino said we had already discussed the issue of the street vendors. Discussion followed. 

D.
Resolution No. 2021-09    Designating the City of Mossyrock's Engineer as the 


Individual in Charge of Enforcing Ordinance 489
Mrs. Minnear asked if we had an engineer yet and Mr. Sasser said that we already do. Mrs. Minnear asked about the other people who have sent in information for our engineer needs and Mr. Sasser said we received one from Gray and Osbourne, but we will be keeping Mr. Jackson as our city engineer. He called Mr. Jackson this morning to advise him that he would be in charge of enforcing the stormwater ordinance and Mr. Jackson was fine with that. Whoever our city engineer in the future is will be responsible for this. 

Mrs. Mcarron motioned to approve Resolution 2021-09 designating the City of Mossyrock's Engineer as the Individual in Charge of Enforcing Ordinance 489. Some discussion followed, more clarification. Seconded by Mr. Bellino, question called and passed.
E.

Mr. Sasser commented that with the planning commission, legal counsel and Mr. Jackson, they are the ones who have gone through the public hearings, feedback and develop this document from what it was before. We are essentially voting to keep moving forward and be able to give this to the Dept of Ecology so we can keep the process moving forward and if there are any changes as we go through, those can take place. He appreciates what the planning commission has done, a lot of effort has gone into this. Mrs. Hartmann said that if anyone wants to see the document it will be available in the office, it is a 129-page document, and she did not think that we needed to print a document for everyone. She said we also have a letter from Mrs. Manley recommending that we move forward. This is just the draft that is being sent to the Dept of Ecology for them to review. Discussion followed. 

Mr. Bellino motioned to accept Resolution 2021-10. Mrs. Quinlan seconded. Question called and passed.
F.
Interlocal Agreement for District Court Services
Mr. Sasser said he would like this tabled because legal need to take a look at it before we proceed. Mr. Bellino motioned to table the Interlocal Agreement for District Court Services. Mrs. Quinlan seconded, question called and passed.

G.
Rae Spence regarding her proposal for the parks committee
Refer to letter given the council by Mrs. Spence. She asked if the council members had read her letter and they said yes. She then proceeded to explain the reasoning behind the letter and what she would like to see done. Comments and discussion followed.

Mr. Sasser said we had talked briefly about this earlier, Ordinance 490 addresses that issue. 
Mrs. Minnear asked if this was what was being given back to PUD and Mr. Sasser said yes and that they are going to be paying the legal fees and any other costs incurred. 

Mrs. Quinlan asked if we have been paying taxes on this property, Mr. Sasser said no. Discussion followed.

Mr. Bellino motioned to accept Ordinance No. 490, Mrs. Mcarron seconded, question called and passed.
X.
Public Comment on other Items - 7:27
Mrs. Sasser commented on a report regarding our past due accounts for 2021. For February, there were seven accounts and they owed $781.00. March there is 18 accounts, and they owe $2,400.00, that is past due. We have one that hasn't paid for over a year. We have one that has not paid since December, and one has moved away with no forwarding address. The reason he is saying this is because until the governor changes, like there is two water leaks on two properties, we as a city cannot do anything about that. We have sent letters to both individuals stating that it would be nice if they would take care of their water leaks, it is a large amount of water like over 50,000 gallons a month. But we with the state of Emergency that the Governor has put in place and extended it till July, we can not do anything about it. When he lifts that declaration of emergency, that day we will go in and shut the water off. And for the past due accounts, we can not do anything for those either because that is all part of the state of emergency. Cannot do anything about that either and we can not recoup any of that lost money. More comments followed. 
Mrs. Quinlan asked about the Easter Egg Hunt and everyone said it went well. It was in the newspaper.

Mr. Sasser wanted to comment on his appreciation of the work everyone is doing to help accommodate his hours and he appreciates the council and what they do with good discussions. Also having Mrs. Manley as the planning commission chair and all she does. He appreciates the Chief and everything he does.
