
MOSSYROCK CITY COUNCIL MEETING

May 13, 2021
I     Call to Order 

The council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:03 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II
Pledge of Allegiance

III   Roll Call – 6:03
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Treasurer Angeleetta Hartmann, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Jeff Bellino, Shannon Mcarron, and Craig Byrum. Attorney Marissa Jay was present. Excused: City Engineer and Council Member Teresa Quinlan. 
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

IV   Setting of Agenda 6:04
Mr. Byrum motioned to set the agenda; Mrs. Mcarron seconded. Question called and passed.

V   Treasurer Report   6:05
Mrs. Hartmann read her report, report attached.
Mr. Sasser commented that on the $12,000.00, he said we did not have an audit last year, so this is a little higher than was previously billed. About four years ago we went to a conference in Wenatchee and that is where we learned about the FIT program and how we are fitting in with the other communities throughout the state. With that, Mrs. Hartmann ran with the ball and figured out how to use this and worked with the state. He is hoping there will be more opportunities to attend more seminars and workshops to help educate us as a city and become more proficient at what we do.
Mr. Sasser said that with this audit he does not anticipate anything going wrong with it and we have done very well in the past. Mrs. Hartmann said she did ask them about a financial audit because we have not had one since she came on and when they told her it would cost another $7,000.00 she said no, and Mr. Sasser said we were not a big enough municipality to do it.

VI   Staff and Committee Reports   6:10
A.  Public Works (Mr. Sasser)

Mr. Sasser commented that the guys have really been busy the last 30 to 45 days, a lot of new hookups and a lot of projects getting done. We took down a tree that had to come down that was on the city's right-of-way that was endangering houses around it. We had a tree service come in and get it down on the ground and cleaned it up rather quickly.
As summer comes the guys are getting pulled away on other projects. We are seeing a lot more potholes so that is something we need to look at and take care of. We talk about this at our staff meetings which we have twice a week on Tuesdays and Fridays, in the mornings at 7 o'clock and he appreciates the staff coming for that. Grass season is here so there is a lot of mowing and weed eating and we have Washington Vegetation which does our spraying for that and that has really worked out.

At the waste lab, we do have a situation out there where we are going to have to replace the air conditioning unit within the lab. We will be having American Cooling Connections coming out to look at this because we need to keep the lab cooled down.

All our permitting is right on track and we are meeting all of our goals. All in all, the guys are really busy. They have been doing a lot of studying and hopefully within the next 45 to 60 days they will be able to take their wastewater one tests and getting their certificates. 

Mr. Rose asked if the leak detection is ongoing, Mr. Sasser said yes. Very beneficial, homeowners are very happy about it. Mrs. Hartmann said she thinks we are down to three.

Mrs. Minnear commented on the look of the new bills and Mr. Sasser explained about the new system upgrade. Discussion followed.

B.  Law Enforcement (Chief Morningstar)

See report submitted by Chief Morningstar.

Chief Morningstar also commented on the sweeping changes coming to the law enforcement community that may affect how they operate in our area. Most of this legislation goes into effect on July 25th. Discussion followed.

Mrs. Minnear asked if this is going to affect the homeowners and Chief said yes, it could.

More discussion. They will be required by the end of the year to have video and audio equipment to wear. Mr. Sasser asked if there were any grants they could get to help offset the cost of this equipment, so it does not fall back on the cities. Chief said they could get at least a $5,000.00 grant from AWC for Loss Prevention but that is the same as what cities can apply for. More discussion.
C.    Park Department - Randall Sasser

D.    Planning Commission – Mrs. Manley 

Mrs. Manley said they did not have anything at this time. What they had was tabled for now.

Back to Parks - Mr. Sasser said that we have on July 3rd and 4th a music festival going on. They have been working each week to keep this moving forward. They have eight music acts, a magician and a car show. The car show won't be big but that is ok. We have vendors in the park and four bands coming out of Seattle. The other bands are local. We have parking for people this time. Fireworks should be a really good time and a parade. Discussion followed.

Chief Fosburg asked where the car show will be at. Mr. Sasser said probably by the auto store.

Before this time comes, we have a storm drain that needs to get repaired at two different locations. That needs to get done. Two flag poles will be put up on either side of the amphitheater, 30-foot flagpoles. 

There is also a fund drive for the flagpole in the Veteran's Memorial Park.

VII   Consent Agenda    6:34
A.   Minutes of April 8th and April Voucher approval:
Minutes and Vouchers for April 2021 were completed by Mr. Bellino and Mrs. Minnear.
Mrs. Minnear motioned to accept the minutes for April 8th City Council meeting and approving the vouchers. Mrs. Mcarron seconded. Question called; motion passed.
VIII
 Public Comment on Agenda Items 6:35
Chief Fosburg asked what flags were going to be flown on the new flag poles and Mr. Sasser said there will be two American Flags.
IX   Old Business 6:36
4th of July Update - Mr. Sasser said we covered most of this, but he would encourage people to volunteer because we are going to need about 30 volunteers to help park cars or the parade route, and other things. This is a good opportunity by the city to get involved. Mr. Rose asked if they contact city hall and Mr. Sasser said yes and they can talk to Mrs. Hartmann. Mrs. Manley made a comment about getting the school involved and Mrs. Hartmann said she has already been in contact the school and so far they only have two kids willing to work for the summer. Discussion followed.
X     New Business - 6:37
A.
Proclamation regarding May being Motorcycle Awareness Month


Mr. Sasser read the proclamation give to us by Kathy Keevil. Discussion followed.

B.
Fireworks booth for the Fire Station - Chief Fosburg
Chief said he was here regarding the fireworks stand and the last two years they have set up in the Viking parking lot, but they are going to be starting construction soon. He would like to set up on the other side of the hardware store in the parking lot. The mayor said the property has been sold but they are referring to the area in front of the jersey barriers, the actual city parking spaces. Discussion followed as to size and type of booth.
Mr. Sasser's concern was with people getting too close to the road. Chief did not think that would be a problem. Mr. Sasser said that maybe they could set up some other barriers. Then he asked what if someone got hit, would that fall back on the city? He asked if that is a question they have to investigate. Ms. Ray suggested that it be checked into it.

Chief Fosburg said it was suggested that they use the Community Center's parking lot, but he does not want to gum that up for the city. Discussion followed. Other alternatives were presented and discussed. This will be brought back to the next council meeting.
It was asked if the fireworks will be at the school and Chief said yes, just like last year.
C.
New seal for the city and question on city logo

Mrs. Hartmann said they would do the seal first. She explained the two seals to the council, one is the old seal which says the Town of Mossyrock, and the new seal imprint is what is being proposed. Ms. Jay asked if we were getting an embosser for certificates and Mrs. Hartmann said yes. Mr. Sasser asked Ms. Jay what we have to do with the state regarding this and Ms. Jay said we do have to give it to the state, we don't need an approval just send whatever seal we choose to adopt.
Mr. Byrum motioned to approve the seal suggested and Mrs. Mcarron seconded. Mr. Sasser asked who would do it for us and Mrs. Hartmann said Quill. He asked how many they would issue us, and Mrs. Hartmann said one. Question called and passed.

Mrs. Hartmann said that Municode is also asking for a city logo. She explained the two different logos we have. The green one with the county shape is what we use now but she uses another one on her letterhead with trees, mountains and a lake and "The Heart of Lewis County" on it. She said we could use either one of these or just go without till a logo can be decided on.

The discussion followed that everyone was leaning toward the logo Mrs. Hartmann uses but wanted the city name above it. Mrs. Hartmann said that would not be a problem. Some discussion followed. Mr. Bellino said this was just temporary till an official logo can be done.
D.
Continuity of Government (COG) and Continuity of Operations (COOP)

Mrs. Hartmann said this was given to her by Ms. Hannon for the council members to sign. She was not sure at first what it was regarding and then Mr. Sasser mentioned that it was in regard to the Emergency Plan. Mr. Sasser, Ms. Jay about it but Ms. Jay said she did not know anything about it and Mr. Bellino said he would not sign it because he has not read it either. Ms. Jay asked if it had any fees attached to it and Mr. Sasser said no.
Mr. Sasser recommended that it be tabled to next time. Mrs. Mcarron motioned to table the Continuity of Government and the Continuity of Operations and Mr. Bellino seconded. Question called and passed.
E.
Meeting for June regarding Growth Management Adoption

Mrs. Hartmann confirmed with Ms. Jay that we needed to have a Special Council meeting in June to adopt our Growth Management and Ms. Jay confirmed yes. She had suggested the 24th so Mrs. Hartmann said that there would be two council meetings, the regular meeting on June 10th and the Special Council Meeting on June 24th. Ms. Jay said the GMD has been submitted and if there are no updates it should be ready to be passed by the 24th. Mrs. Hartmann said she has contacted Mr. Ojennus who is the one reviewing our GMD and he said he had it and was reviewing it. Mr. Sasser said we will have to notify people to let them know about the special meeting and Mrs. Hartmann said it would be in the paper. Mr. Sasser commented that under the state of emergency we do not have to follow the regular guidelines for special meetings, but Ms. Jay commented that because this is the GMD, we may want to, so we do not have any problems. Discussion followed.

Mr. Sasser said that we could set the meeting up and Mrs. Hartmann said we can tentatively for the 24th and if we have to cancel we can. Ms. Jay said we have 60 days but was not sure when it was sent in. Mrs. Hartmann said she thought Ms. Hannon had sent the documents in on the 9th so they should have received it by the 12th. Ms. Jay said that is why she suggested the 24th to give us plenty of time in case corrections had to be made. Some more discussion followed about corrections that may be needed.

Mrs. Mcarron motioned that we set the Special Council Meeting for June 24th at 6 pm, Mr. Byrum seconded. Question called and passed.

Ms. Jay then commented that the planning commission has to approve it first which will be the 22nd.

X.
Public Comment on other Items - 7:12
Mr. Sasser said he had a few things, first he wanted everyone to think about putting something up in front of the school, a monitoring system for people who speed. Not a ticketing system but something that people can see that they are speeding. Discussion followed.

Mr. Sasser said that Mrs. Coppock called him regarding having a vaccination clinic here in Mossyrock. It will be down at the Grange on the 21st so we need to get that information out. It will be from 12 to 7 down at the Grange. 

Mr. Sasser then asked Mrs. Mcarron if they would contact the Salkum Fire Department to make sure they would be in the parade and Mrs. Mcarron said of course she would, but she thinks they participate anyway.
