NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the City of Mossyrock has received an application for a proposed covered play structure. Pursuant to Ordinance No. 489, the City of Mossyrock established a comment period on said applications and scheduled a public hearing on the applications and the proposed development.

11. A consolidated staff report, the SEPA checklist, and the SEPA DNS will be available for inspection by the public at no cost beginning September st\ 2021.
12. The deadline for submitting a SEPA appeal and/or any appeal of the final decisions on the substantive Applications is 30 days following final decision on the Applications.

14. Description of site: The proposed site is 22.67 acres along the west side of Williams Street in Mossyrock, Washington. The property address is 295 Williams Street. Assessor's Tax Parcel #008700005-001. The property is bounded on the east by Williams Street. Single family residential property abuts the site's south, multi-family residential property abuts the site's north, and public lands abut the site's west. The current zoning district of the project site is Institutional.
