
MOSSYROCK EMERGENCY CITY COUNCIL MEETING

September 17, 2021
I     Call to Order 

The council meeting was called to order by Mayor Pro Tem for the City of Mossyrock, Teresa Quilan at approximately 10:00 a.m. She then turned the meeting over to City Attorney Jim Buzzard to conduct the meeting.
II   Roll Call – 10:01
Mr. Buzzard continued to run the Emergency Council Meeting of September 17, 2021. Present were Counselor Byrum (on Zoom), Counselor Mcarron (on Zoom), Counselor Minnear (on the phone), Counselor Bellino (on the phone), and Counselor Quinlan (on the phone). Also present is City Treasurer, Angeleetta Hartmann. Mayor Randall Sasser is not present and one of the primary reasons why we are having this emergency meeting. As everyone knows, Mayor Sasser is struggling with COVID and is in the hospital and our thoughts are with him. The city is unable to take certain actions because of his absence and there are a couple of pressing matters. Mr. Buzzard indicated that he would be reading a lot of the information for the record. Notice requirements are suspended according to RCW 42.30.070, Mr. Buzzard continued to read the RCW. After explaining why the emergency meeting was called, Mr. Buzzard commented on the agenda stating that the meeting was called to order, roll call was done. We have the setting of the agenda and new business and there are three items, A. Authorizing a Council Member to act in the place of Mayor or Mayor Pro Tem (Ordinance 492), B. Resolution Authorizing the use of electronic and digital signatures and adopting a policy therefore, and C. Authorizing the Execution of the Ecology Contract (Ordinance 491), then after that it is adjourned.
III   Setting of Agenda 10:02
Mrs. Mcarron motioned to set the agenda; Mrs. Quinlan seconded. Mr. Buzzard asked everyone to answer yes to said motion, Mr. Byrum texted his yes as well. He asked for any no's, having none the agenda is set and accepted. 
V   New Business   10:04
A.
Authorize a Council Member to act in place of the mayor and/or Mayor Pro Tem

Ordinance No. 492

Mr. Buzzard read the ordinance regarding the authorization of appointing a Mayor Pro Tem, he read the four sections regarding the Mayor Pro Tem. So, it was Mr. Buzzard's understanding that Mayor Sasser is unavailable due to his health, and it is also his understanding, which may be wrong, that Mayor Pro Tem Quinlan was not available either. Mayor Pro Tem Quinlan is present, even though this is a little backwards, he would like to have a little discussion about this. Mr. Buzzard then asked Mayor Pro Tem Quinlan what her opinion was about fulfilling the duties of Mayor Pro Tem at this time? Mrs. Quinlan said she had told Mrs. Hartmann that she could come in and sign checks and she will do her best to come in when she needs to. She said she thinks that she can continue to be Mayor Pro Tem. Mr. Buzzard asked if there was any more discussion about this. He also asked if Counselor Byrum had anything to add. No. Mr. Buzzard indicated a couple of ways to go about this, they could either adopt the ordinance stating that Mrs. Quinlan will be the Mayor Pro Tem, but he believes she already is, so he does not believe it is necessary, it would be redundant. So, the best way to approach this is to just let this ordinance die for lack of a motion or for second. He asked if there was any counselor who would like to move and pass this ordinance appointing Mayor Pro Tem Teresa Quinlan as Mayor Pro Tem? Having no comments, he is going to let this item die for lack of a motion. Mr. Buzzard then commented that Mayor Pro Tem Quinlan is on call for any items that may come up.
B.
Authorize signatures to be made electronically if necessary   Resolution 2021-12
Mr. Buzzard then read the resolution to the council members and then he read the policy attached to the resolution.
Mrs. Minnear commented on the resolution number and asked if this would be corrected, and Mr. Buzzard said it would be.

Mrs. Minnear asked about Teresa being Mayor Pro Tem and if we have to go back and vote on the ordinance, but Mr. Buzzard said we had already dismissed that ordinance because Teresa is already Mayor Pro Tem. She was asking if Teresa had to come down to city hall to sign checks in person. Since she is already Mayor Pro Tem she would. Mr. Buzzard tried to explain to Mrs. Minnear that the passage of the electronic signature resolution would allow signatures to be done electronically. Mr. Buzzard then asked Mr. Byrum if he had any questions before a motion is made. Councilman Byrum said he did not have any questions at this time. 
Mr. Buzzard said if there are no further questions, it is his advice to the City of Mossyrock that they adopt this resolution for electronic signatures, not only because of the present situation but because this is the way of the world.

Mrs. Minnear made the motion to accept Resolution 2021-12 and Mrs. Mcarron seconded. Any further discussion, if not he would like a vote by everyone to say yes. Everyone indicated yes and Mr. Byrum texted yes, then Mr. Buzzard asked if there was anyone opposed, none. So, Resolution 2021-12, electronic signatures, is adopted by the City of Mossyrock.
C.
Authorize Execution of Ecology Contract   Ordinance No. 491
Mr. Buzzard said he was not going to read through this one because it is too long, but there is a Department of Ecology contract that is coming up on a deadline that needs to be executed by the City of Mossyrock, this is regarding the sewer and wastewater plan update. This contract once returned to ecology, is what secures the funding to go through this process and it is a $200,000.00 contract. City attorney Marissa Jay has gone through the contract and only found minor grammatical errors. Mr. Buzzard said Mrs. Hartmann would be better to answer any question that anyone may have. Mrs. Hartmann said it was supposed to be signed by Mr. Sasser, but we had to have it done by the 30th. She said we still have a couple of bugs to work out, but she will find out next Tuesday when she returns to get these issues resolved. Mr. Buzzard said that if the council votes to authorize execution of this contract, and once it is ready to go, then Mayor Pro Tem Quinlan will be executing this in physical or she may do it by electronic signature.
Mrs. Mcarron had a question, she asked if this is a loan. Mrs. Hartmann explained that this is a half and half loan, $100,000.00 is a forgiveness grant and the other half is a low interest loan through the Department of Ecology. Mrs. Mcarron asked about the interest rate, and it is at 9%. She then asked when it needed to be paid back and Mrs. Hartmann said it would be a while, Mr. Buzzard said it is a 20-year loan. Mrs. Hartmann said it would be like our USDA loans. Mr. Buzzard did mention that there is no match required by the city up front.
Mr. Buzzard said if there were no other questions and if a councilor is willing to do so, we need a motion to authorize execution of the Department of Ecology contract. Mrs. Mcarron motioned to authorize the execution of the ecology contract. Mrs. Minnear seconded the motion. Mr. Buzzard asked if there was any other discussion on the execution of the Department of Ecology contract for general sewer plan update and wastewater treatment update. Hearing none, all those   in favor say yes. Everyone said yes and none opposed. So, the contract is accepted.
Mr. Buzzard said that concludes the agenda and the last item is to adjourn.
