August 12, 2021
I     Call to Order 

The council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:15 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II   Roll Call – 6:15
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Treasurer Angeleetta Hartmann, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Jeff Bellino, Teresa Quinlan, Shannon Mcarron and Craig Byrum. Excused: City Engineer and City Attorney. 
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

III   Setting of Agenda 6:16
Mr. Bellino motioned to set the agenda; Mrs. Mcarron seconded. Question called and passed.

IV   Treasurer Report   6:16
Mrs. Hartmann read her report, report attached. 
Mrs. Minnear asked what RCAC stood for, and Mrs. Hartmann tried to explain the name and what they do.
Mr. Sasser asked that in our cash revenues if the $114,000 we received if that was included, and Mrs. Hartmann said yes. Mr. Sasser also commented that when SAO talked about some of the suggestions on our policies, it would be a simple question. Mainly it is a flow sheet of who to contact if problems arise say in our data recovery. Just so someone who may not know the systems well will have a cheat sheet on who to contact to resolve any issue. When it comes to the rate study, last year we did forgo the increase in January of the 6% and this will be something to look at again this year. Mrs. Hartmann corrected and said it was 5%. He does not think we can forgo this again this coming year. 
Mr. Sasser also commented on what the governor may still yet do with the COVID issue and what kind of impact that will have on our community.
V   Staff and Committee Reports   6:17
A.  Public Works - Randall Sasser
Mr. Sasser commented on an article in the Chronicle which insinuated that some sewer plants were out of compliance and that ours was one of them. This bothers him greatly. He said that in checking further, it was for an award for those entities that were in compliance for so many years. They received some type of award. We have been in compliance for two years and he is proud of that.

C.    Parks Committee - Mr. Sasser
We have an issue still down in the park that needs to be addressed. Hopefully when the public works guys are done on Damron Road and Mossyrock Road West they will be able to get to fix the storm drain. Part of the $114,000 will be used for part of the upgrade. C.    Planning Commission – Mrs. Manley 

Mrs. Manley said they had their third regular meeting on July 27th. The only thing that was brought up and put forth to the planning commission is that Mr. Bigbee wants to put a solar farm on 26 acres behind the development on Mossyrock Road West. The council was given a letter regarding this information as to what he wanted done.
Mrs. Manley said they felt that this did not fall into the city's plan for the community. He also wants to put panels on the 17 acres across the road that is not in city limits. Discussion followed.

Mrs. Mcarron asked what the council needed to do, and Mr. Sasser explained that the planning commission gives the council a recommendation and then the council makes a final decision from their recommendation. He said the council needs to make a recommendation following the guidelines of our Growth Management. Discussion followed.
Mr. Byrum motioned to accept the planning committee's recommendation to deny the solar panel project. Mr. Bellino seconded. Verbal role call was done by Mr. Sasser.
