
MOSSYROCK CITY COUNCIL MEETING

December 9, 2021
I     Call to Order 

The council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:05 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II   Roll Call – 6:05
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Treasurer Angeleetta Hartmann, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Jeff Bellino, Shannon Mcarron, and Craig Byrum. Excused: City Engineer and City Attorney and Council Member Teresa Quinlan. 
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

III.   Pledge of Allegiance
IV   Setting of Agenda 6:06
Mr. Sasser said he had one change to the agenda, and it can be put under new business, letter F, MAAL Request. Mr. Byrum motioned to set the agenda with additions; Mrs. Mcarron seconded. Question called and passed.

IV   Treasurer Report   6:08
Mrs. Hartmann said the before we go over the budget, we have gone way overboard. This is because of the extra monies we have received. Right now, at the end of November, revenues are at 115.59 % and our expenses were at 94.71 %. When she does the adjustments, it should bring the numbers down where they are supposed to be. She said we had a lot of things going in and out with the Mossyrock Road W Project. She had to transfer money from one account to another and that threw the numbers off also.
Mr. Sasser commented that through these last two years has been sort of chaotic because all of a sudden we get a check that we have not requested. So, then we have to figure out where it goes and how do we expense it out. Discussion followed.
V   Staff and Committee Reports   6:10
A.  Public Works - Randall Sasser
Mr. Sasser commented that today the city engineer came out and met with Damon and talked about items for our ecology grant out at the treatment plant. There will be a preliminary report at the next meeting, about 5 key items. The grant is about $200,000. Discussion followed.
We have both clarifiers running here during the winter and is balanced out quite well.

Still a lot of potholes to be filled.

There is a lot of water the collects on Main St. by the Veterans Park, and they are going to see if they can divert some of that water into the storm drain in that area.

Lights are being replaced by PUD with LED lights. They should be finished next year.

He has directed Mrs. Hartmann to order two safety lights on Williams and then next year with our safety grant we will get two more to put on state street. Then he will give Chief Morningstar one month, tell his officers to give enough notice and then after that we will put the hammer down and they can start writing tickets. Some discussion followed.
B.    Police Department - Chief Morningstar
Chief Morningstar handed out his report and went through it and answered questions.
C.    Parks Committee - Mr. Sasser
Mr. Sasser said we will probably not have another meeting for about another month. 
D.    Planning Commission – Mrs. Manley 

Mrs. Manley said three proposals had been given to the planning commission, one was four lots on Tyler Bigbee's property on Mossyrock Road West. Permits were submitted for. It was nice to have the information beforehand. She is going to ask for an amendment to the planning commission ordinance to recommend that all proposals be given to the planning commission before their monthly meetings.

The second proposal was for Mountain View Park, only an aerial view was given but no written information. There were some issues with the proposal. This project was tabled for the time being.

Third was the Jet Ski/Snow Mobile Rental across the street, they want to put a sign up like a cloth sign. No submittal prior to the meeting. No recommendation at this time.
Mr. Sasser said that we are in the process of getting our ordinances online through MuniCode and this will help people get their information quicker and hopefully be more accurate.

The next planning commission meeting will be on December 28th at 5:30 pm. She said that the meeting with the container ordinance will be worked on next week.

VI   Consent Agenda    6:49
A.   Minutes of November 12th Council Meeting. November Voucher approval were completed and verified by Mr. Bellino and Mrs. Mcarron.
Mr. Byrum motioned to accept the minutes for the meetings and approve the vouchers. Mrs. Mcarron seconded. Question called and passed.

 Public Comment on Agenda Items 6:50
A gentleman asked if he could make a comment about the signage. He was asking if there could be information about signs when they apply for their business license.
VIII   Old Business 6:50

 Vehicle Purchase - Mr. Sasser said we could put a stamp on it, and it should be here shortly. We could not get a brand new one because the government did not have as much funding. We spent about $15,650 for a Ford F150 2012, full size pickup. Discussion followed.
B.
 Christmas Events - Mr. Sasser explained that he is excited about the event.

C.
Dog License Ordinance - Mr. Bellino and Mr. Byrum have not been able to work on this ordinance. 
D.
Container Moratorium - This is still being worked on. Mrs. Minnear has a lot of issues with this ordinance, and she has a hard time dealing with it. She had a question about RVs and trailers that are used for storage units.

B.
Resolution 2021-14
Hearing on Adopting Mossyrock Municipal Code
Mrs. Hartmann explained the reason for the resolution and ordinance. Mr. Bellino asked why these are being brought up now. Mrs. Hartmann said these were discussed earlier, this is just the formality that MuniCode requires.

Mr. Sasser said we had discussed this about four years ago, at that time we could not do this. This is now being moved forward. Investors and engineers have been calling for our code. Discussion followed.
Mrs. Mcarron motioned to accept Resolution 2021-14; Mr. Bellino seconded. Question called and passed.

C.
Ordinance 496

Adopting the Mossyrock Municipal Code
Mrs. Mcarron motioned to approve Ordinance 496; Mr. Byrum seconded. Question called and motion passed.
D.
EV Charging - 

Mr. Sasser explained about the situation with electrical vehicle charging stations. Originally it was supposed to be in front the TDS Bldg. but was found unsuitable. The location was changed to an area by the Mossyrock Auto Value. Discussion followed.

E.
Ordinance 497     Amending Final Budget for 2021

Mrs. Hartmann explained about the amending the budget and the information provided. She did not want to hold this till the end of the year with the holidays and hopes she has brought the numbers up enough to clear the end of the year. Mrs. Mcarron motioned to pass Ordinance 497 in Amending the 2021 Budget; Mr. Byrum seconded. Question called, passed.
F.
MAAL Request - 

Mr. Sasser said this was added with a MAAL Representative (Mrs. Sasser) here, they want to request funds to offset the festivals that the county rejected the funds from the LTAC funds. Funds from the $114,000 can be spend to some non-profits. Some groundwork information, the Freedom Festival the request was for $25,000 and only received $5,000. Then for the Blueberry Festival, they requested $32,000 and only received $10,000. Discussion followed.
Mrs. Sasser commented that they had discussed about putting on the festivals and if they can not get the volunteer help they need, neither festival will happen, and funds will be disbursed elsewhere. They had put out fliers for volunteers and as of right now they have 19 people who signed up. Mrs. Hartmann said she has emailed and called everyone who has signed up. Discussion followed. Mrs. Sasser commented that she refuses to beg any more from the county, so we need to make these events sustainable. She commented that she was informed that they could received monies from the COVID monies for non-profits, any help would be greatly appreciated. They are trying other ways to raise revenues. 
Mrs. Mcarron asked if the book is still being done and Mr. Sasser said yes. Discussion followed. They are basically needing financial assistance.

Mrs. Hartmann then read from the information for the ARPA funds and what it could be spent on. According to the information provided, "the cities can provide assistance to local small businesses and non-profits through 'Loans or grants to mitigate financial hardship such as declines in revenues or impacts of periods of business closure,…' ". Mrs. Hartmann said that out of the $114,000 we received, only about $66,000 has been spent on the Mossyrock Road West improvement. She said that she thinks it would be good to support the organization. Discussion followed.
Mr. Sasser said that if this is what the council would like to do, we could present a resolution and say this is what monies will be used to facilitate the process. Mrs. Mcarron asked if these funds will need to used for any other project and Mrs. Hartmann said that this project has been completed. Mr. Bellino then interjected about this being basically a one-time use of the funds available. His concern is that if MAAL can not sustain the events now and we bail them out this year and possibly next year, what is going to happen after that. Mrs. Mcarron then commented that because of COVID the funds have not been regenerated. Mr. Sasser then interjected that he feels this will only be a one-time request. Discussion followed.
Mr. Sasser said we need some type of amount so the resolution that can be put together. She said that she would cut the amount in half. Mrs. Mcarron said to ask for what she really needs. Mr. Bellino said that they are just trying to recoup the funds they can not pay for. More discussion. Mrs. Sasser said that $30,000 would be good. So, Mrs. Mcarron motioned that we make a resolution to give them $30,000 and Mrs. Minnear seconded. Mr. Sasser said we would have a resolution for next month with the correct verbiage. Discussion followed. Mr. Sasser said we do not need a motion just yet.
X.
Public Comment - 7:43
Post office issue - Mrs. Hartmann explained about the issues about receiving mail from the post office. Mr. Sasser said he would deal with that tomorrow. 
A.
Newly Elected Council Members swear in - Council Member Craig Byrum and Shannon Mcarron by Mr. Sasser.

Chicken issue. Mr. Sasser said that the City of Mossyrock is not a free-range chicken city. We will check into the ordinances regarding this issue. Discussion continued.
