February 10, 2022
I     Call to Order 

The council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:02 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II.   Pledge of Allegiance
III   Roll Call – 6:03
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Treasurer Angeleetta Hartmann, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Shannon Mcarron, Teresa Quinlan and Craig Byrum. Excused: City Engineer and City Attorney. 
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

IV   Setting of Agenda 6:03
Mr. Byrum motioned to set the agenda; Mrs. Mcarron seconded. Question called and passed.

V   Treasurer Report   6:04

A.  Public Works - Randall Sasser

A.
Dog License Ordinance - Mr. Byrum will go through the ordinance. Some questions were asked so discussion followed. A question was asked about licensing cats. Discussion followed. Mr. Byrum motioned to table the ordinance at this time. Mrs. Mcarron seconded. Question called and passed.

B.

X     New Business - 6:40
A.
Speed limit reduction on Mossyrock Road West - Mr. Sasser brought this up years ago and he said that with houses going up we need to have the speed reduced. Discussion followed and then he recommended that we move the 25 mph sign all the way out to the end of Aldrich by the PUD sub-station. Discussion followed.
Mrs. Mcarron motioned to reduce the speed on Mossyrock Road West from 35 mph to 25 mph. Mr. Byrum seconded. Question called and passed.
B.
Memorycare.com - Mrs. Hartmann handed out information regarding adding a link to this information. Mrs. Hartmann recommended that the council members take a look at the site and come back with a recommendation next month. She also will check with legal and IT.
C.
Kem Ebert, Council Member applicant - 
Mr. Ebert spoke to the council about why he would like to be a council member and about his background. Discussion followed.
Then Mr. Sasser asked Joe about his wanting to be a council member but he did not live within city limits, so Mr. Sasser apologized to him for asking him without checking where he actually lived.

D.
Tom Meade - Regarding development on the hill above Coleman Road
Mr. Meade said he received a letter from Lewis County Rural Development District, and they are trying to develop the hillside up by the cross, west part of the hill. They want to change it from agriculture to residential. He talked about the issue and discussion followed. Most of the issue is regarding a well being dug making it a dry hill at times Discussion followed.
Mr. Byrum asked Mr. Meade what kind of support he is looking for. Mr. Sasser said that we will put out a Letter of Concern and Support for what the county is trying to do with this new development which will impact our area.

Mr. Byrum motioned to give them a letter of support and Mrs. Mcarron seconded the motion.
