
MOSSYROCK CITY COUNCIL MEETING

January 13, 2022
I     Call to Order 

The council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:02 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II.   Pledge of Allegiance
III   Roll Call – 6:02
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Treasurer Angeleetta Hartmann, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Shannon Mcarron, Teresa Quinlan and Craig Byrum. Excused: City Engineer and City Attorney and Council Member Jeff Bellino gave up his council seat. 
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

IV   Setting of Agenda 6:03
Mr. Byrum motioned to set the agenda with additions; Mrs. Mcarron seconded. Question called and passed.

V   Treasurer Report   6:05

Mrs. Hartmann commented on getting the AWC RMSA grant of $5,000 and what it is going to be used for. Mr. Sasser commented further that for the last four or five years we have gotten these grants to help with safety items.
VI   Staff and Committee Reports   6:10
A.  Public Works - Randall Sasser
Potholes with this freeze that we had and warm weather, we have an abundance of potholes. On Mossyrock Rd. West and State St. we may have to look at a regrind and overlay. We would like to hang onto our pass-through funds to do some of our secondary streets first. 
Wastewater plant we have been struggling, we have had 2 and 1/2 inches of rain in 24 hrs. and jumped another 3 inches the following day. The lift station on Meadow Lane definitely struggled to the point that we had to bring in a company to come in with their pump truck to keep things moving. Also did smoke testing this last week. More discussion. 
Main treatment plant is running about 50% with both clarifiers working. Mrs. Minnear commented on the public works gentlemen taking care of the lift station all night long.

B.    Police Department - Chief Morningstar
Chief Morningstar handed out his report and went through it and answered questions.
A lengthy discussion followed about some of the laws that are being implemented.
C.    Parks Committee - Mr. Sasser
Mr. Sasser said that on February the 14th at 9 am we will have our first meeting of the year. Anyone who wants to be a part of this park planning committee is welcome. We will be looking at redoing some of the infrastructure in the park, electrical, water and parking. Discussion followed.
D.    Planning Commission – Mrs. Manley 

Mrs. Manley commented on what the Aces Rental Jet Ski had asked about a sign that he wanted to put up a 4x8 canvas poly banner that he wanted to put above the fence that is existing. She commented on what the planning commission discussed and their denial of the request. More discussion followed. Mrs. Mcarron wanted to know the reason why we do not want to allow him to have a sign, Mrs. Manley said it is not structurally sound and does not fall within the parameters of the ordinance. Discussion followed.
Mrs. Manley recommended denial of allowing Aces Jet Ski Rental from putting a sign above their fence. Mrs. Mcarron motioned to deny Aces Jet Ski Rental from putting a sign above their fence, Mr. Byrum seconded the motion. Mr. Sasser wanted to clarify that he could put a sign on his existing fence but not above it for safety reasons and everyone agreed. Mrs. Mcarron amended the motion to say that the owner could put his sign on the fence, below the top of the fence and secured to the fence but not above the fence. Mr. Byrum seconded the motion amended. Question called and passed.

 Then Mrs. Manley continued on the topic of the permits and licenses. Mrs. Hartmann then commented that all of the licensing will be going through the state by the end of the year. Mrs. Manley wanted the references sent to her and Mrs. Hartmann said we have no choice. Mrs. Manley wanted to know if we could review any licenses applied for and Mr. Sasser said yes that the city can review the licenses. Discussion followed.
Mrs. Manley just wants something in place to help them know what they can and cannot do.

Damon Stevens brought in a letter to be on the planning commission and Mrs. Manley strongly suggest that he should be appointed to the planning commission. Mrs. Mcarron made a motion to appoint Mr. Stevens to the planning commission and Mrs. Quinlan seconded. Question called and motion passes.

Mr. Sasser said that we were starting up again. Mrs. Hartmann explained what we would be doing.

Melanie Hadaller and Students - Regarding Community Service Project
Mr. Sasser welcomed the visitors who were from the horticulture class to present their idea for a free food cupboard. They are with the FFA (Future Farmers of America) and will start out by stocking the cupboard which is a 6 ft high x 4 1/2 ft wide. Everyone thinks it is a great idea and will see where they can place them. They hope to have it completed by April 18th. Mr. Sasser suggested we have a plaque put on that tells who donated it.

Resolution 2022-01     Funds for Mossyrock Area Action League
Mr. Sasser commented on the resolution and the amount of $30,000 to be used for the festivals in Mossyrock. He said that at this time there is not sufficient support to do both festivals but there are things in the works that was started two years ago about a civil war reenactment. On February 4th the MAAL will meet again and hopefully review the letters that were sent out about the participation. Back to the festivals, the Blueberry Festival probably will not happen but will be called something else. Discussion followed.

It was commented by Mrs. Minnear that the amount of $30,000 was not mentioned and should be included in the resolution so Mr. Byrum motioned to accept Resolution 2022-01 with amendments and Mrs. Minnear seconded. Question called and passed.

Public Comment - 7:47
A.
Community Awareness
Mr. Sasser commented about how we in our community can protect ourselves before we help our neighbors. A group has been meeting to discuss what kind of solution can be brought out. They meet once a month in the community center. The highest priorities are given to 1) water, 2) non-perishable foods, 3) candles and matches, and 4) propane. Must be able to help ourselves first before our neighbors. They discussed about what would happen to the city and how long will we have water if something should happen, and Mr. Sasser said only about three days. They would like to have community involvement. Discussion followed.
Mr. Sasser said we would have a resolution regarding this at the next council meeting on February 10th. The next meeting with the Community Awareness group is February 3rd.
