
MOSSYROCK CITY COUNCIL MEETING

June 10, 2021
I     Call to Order 

The council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:08 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II
Pledge of Allegiance

III   Roll Call – 6:10
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Treasurer Angeleetta Hartmann, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Jeff Bellino, Shannon Mcarron, and Teresa Quinlan.. Excused: City Engineer and City Attorney and Council Member Craig Byrum. 
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

IV   Setting of Agenda 6:10
Mrs. Mcarron motioned to set the agenda; Mrs. Quinlan seconded. Question called and passed.

V   Treasurer Report   6:11
Mrs. Hartmann read her report, report attached.
Mr. Sasser said that one of the reasons why we are doing the upgrade on the line up Mossyrock Rd. West is in anticipation of the lots that Tyler Bigbee has been selling down there. We are upgrading the line from a 4" line to an 8" line to accommodate for future growth. We are only doing the 8" line in front of the property itself, and then later on down the road we will go ahead and put in for a grant to complete the water line from Isbell all the way to that portion then the later part all the way to Aldrich Road with 8" line. This will include fire hydrants.
VI   Staff and Committee Reports   6:14
A.  Public Works (Mr. Sasser) 

Public Works has been working mainly on some major water leaks over on Meadow Lane, twice. They thought they had it fixed, and it ruptured again. Our excavator was down for four days with a hydraulic issue, and we got that resolved. Couple of things they are working on is our non-pot issue, we have been having trouble with it for the last four years. More discussion. The line upgrade will be late July, early August. Mr. Sasser then explained about how this ordinance came into being and discussion followed.
Mrs. Mcarron motioned to approve Resolution No. 2021-11; Mrs. Minnear seconded. Question called and passed.

Public Comment on other Items - 6:27
Natalia who lives in the Mountain Road Mobile Home Park on Mossyrock Road West and asked what the rules are from the governor about wearing masks. Then she wanted to know what the ordinance was on rooster because they are running around all over the park. Also is the ordinance regarding biting dogs. She is a snowbird and has just gotten back and because the situation at the park has not improved she has had to put her home up for sale. She is not happy with the police response nor the manager and company that run the park. Discussion continued.
Mr. Sasser then asked Chief Morningstar to give his report before he answered some of the questions about the park. See his report attached. Chief said it has been a year since they had a dog report. Discussion followed.
Gary was there on behalf of Wave Broadband and was asking about broadband access to our area. They thought they already had a franchise agreement because of the work they did for the school, but the mayor said no. He said they had a franchise agreement with Lewis County but not with the city. Mr. Sasser said they needed an easement from the city. Discussion followed. Mrs. Minnear said that a gentleman named Eric gave her all of the packets. Mrs. Hartmann said that copies would be made, and they can send the information through each individual resident.

Mrs. Hartmann then let everyone know about the Open Public Hearing on June 24th for the 2021 City of Mossyrock Growth Management Directory and the Lewis County Critical Area Ordinance No. 491 for adoption. Mrs. Hartmann said that this is when any one can make any last-minute comments and hopefully the council will pass the Growth Management Directory. The time will be at 6 pm. Mrs. Mcarron asked if the council members needed to be there, and Mrs. Hartmann said yes.aaHhhhhhh
Chief then said he had a call from the WETHEKIDS.US which puts on Camp Liberty for kids which helps kids understand the constitution. Chief explained briefly what this was about, and Mr. Sasser asked if he could bring this to the parks committee meeting.

Mr. Sasser then shared with everyone about our numbers with COVID going on and how we have lost some revenue through not being able to charge late fees or shut offs. On the positive point, we have had some accounts brought current because of property being sold. Total passed due right now is about $5,000.00. Some discussion followed.
