

MOSSYROCK CITY COUNCIL MEETING

March 10, 2022
I     Call to Order 

The council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:01 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II.   Pledge of Allegiance
III   Roll Call – 6:02
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Treasurer Angeleetta Hartmann, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Shannon Mcarron, Teresa Quinlan.  Excused: City Engineer and City Attorney, and Craig Byrum.
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

IV   Setting of Agenda 6:02
Mrs. Mcarron motioned to set the agenda; Mrs. Minnear seconded. Question called and passed.

V   Treasurer Report   6:03
See Report.
Mr. Sasser said everything is a challenge with prices of everything is going up, fuel, oil, everything that is associated with it. At our staff meeting last week, we looked at the projects we have coming up, we are going to move ahead and purchase the pipe ahead of time for our projects because that is an oil-based product, and we can lock in the cost now. This will save us money. Just like in the gas has gone up a dollar or so in the last two weeks, so we are going to minimize how much we run the vehicles and consolidate trips. We will tighten the belt even more.
VI   Staff and Committee Reports   6:05
A.  Public Works - Randall Sasser
Mr. Sasser commented that there are a lot of potholes throughout town, we did have one resident upset because the potholes just outside of city limits were not being taken care of we fixed it for him even though it is in county. We just did the right thing we need to do.
We have had some issues down at the plant with our SOMATing, trying to get our bio-solids through. They got the motor working now. We are just preplanning for our projects coming up. One of the next major projects we have coming up is replacing our storm drain in and through the park and upgrading it from a 6" to a 14" line and this should handle all the water we have been getting in Klickitat Park. We're told we have to put in at least two catch basins.

We are still one person down in staffing in the public works. We finally started getting some applications in for that. He will start interviewing next week for that. Hopefully by the end of March we can get someone in and be fully staffed again.
B.    Police Department - Chief Morningstar
Chief Morningstar could not make it but sent his report in later.
C.    Parks Committee - Mr. Sasser
Mr. Sasser said that we had our first meeting with parks and recreation. Very positive, we laid out the flagpole down in the Veterans and Garden Club Park. Hopefully this next week we can start doing the preconstruction of the concrete forming and drilling and running wire and water.
Concrete should be done next week, and this should be done by Memorial Day weekend. Discussion followed. 

D.    Planning Commission – Mrs. Manley 

Mrs. Manley commented that Linda has really been good at going through applications and sending to the planning commission what should be sent to them and then handling the rest as needed. There are no new projects at this time and Linda keeps them informed with any information they may need.
Mr. Sasser has asked Marcia to attend the mayor's meeting for him while he listened in to the meeting while working. He thanked Marcia for doing that for him. Some discussion followed.

IX   Old Business     6:14
A.
Dog License Ordinance - 
Craig was working on this, Shannon said she had a copy but hasn't had a chance to go through it yet. Everyone agreed to set it aside for now and table it for now.
B.
Ordinance 482 -   Regarding Containers -
Mr. Sasser asked who was working on this and Mrs. Hartmann said it was the Planning Commission and they brought a finished product to the council. Mrs. Mcarron had a question regarding the fee for the schedule, storage container fee and she read the portion she was questioning. As of right now it is with the fee schedule which is also being redone at this point as well. The Planning Commission is working on it. Discussion followed.

Mrs. Mcarron made a motion to approve the current Ordinance 482 in her hand and Mrs. Minnear seconded. Question called and passed.

C.
Ordinance 499 -   Regarding the City Speed Limit

Mr. Sasser said that at the last meeting we had a discussion regarding the speed limit going down Mossyrock Road West out to Aldrich and the substation, lowering it from 35 to 25. We have Ordinance 499 and Mrs. Mcarron asked if this was specifically for Mossyrock Road West or for the whole city and Mrs. Hartmann said for the whole city. Discussion followed.

Mrs. Quinlan motioned that we accept Mossyrock, Washington Ordinance 499. Mrs. Minnear said she had a question on a couple of places, and it was discussed more. Mrs. Mcarron seconded. Question called; motion passed.
Mr. Sasser said we do have flags that go up with the signs for 30 days.

D.
Memorycare.com

Mrs. Hartmann said she gave everyone the information last month and some of the council members said they had not looked at it yet and Mrs. Hartmann said she had, and it is basically a website for anyone who is researching for hospice or home care or whatever they might need, and it won't affect us at all. It is just a link from the city for people needing this type of information. Discussion followed. 
Mrs. Mcarron motion to allow this link to be put on our website, Mrs. Quinlan seconded. Question called; and passed.

Executive Council Session - 6:24 for 20 minutes

Mr. Sasser said they are going into executive session and should be gone no more than 20 minutes. Mrs. Hartmann said this is in regard to the RCO and council vacancy.
Mr. Sasser called the council meeting back into session at 6:42.

XI     New Business - 6:42
A.
Council Vacancy
Mr. Sasser said we still have one position open. He expressed his appreciation for Kem being here again and welcomed Juliana Simon who put her letter of interest in as well. So, he asked Mrs. Simon is she had anything to say, and she said she had been on city council before and just likes being able to serve the community. She volunteers a lot at the school. She was on the council for about two and a half years. Mrs. Minnear asked if she would be able to help with vouchers during the daytime and she said she has done them before.
Mrs. Quinlan said that since they just read the letter that they should wait till the deadline is up. Mrs. Hartmann said it has to be done by the end of the month, March 31st. Discussion followed.

So, it was a consensus to hold a special meeting on March 31st to appoint a new council member who will be sworn in at the April council meeting. 

Mrs. Mcarron motioned to hold a special council meeting on March 31st at 6 pm. Mrs. Quinlan seconded. Question called and passed. Mrs. Quinlan asked when the position was over, and Mrs. Hartmann believes it is two years.
B.
Ordinance 498 -
Regarding Business Licenses

Mr. Sasser said about three or four years ago the state said to the cities, we are going to take away from you your business licensing. At that time, he said we wanted to hold on to it, but we were told no so in August of this year we will be totally live with the state. He still has a problem with it because they are using a third party. They are not with the state. Discussion followed.
Mrs. Mcarron motioned to table this ordinance 498 for the moment. Mrs. Quinlan seconded. Question called; motion passed.
C.
Energy Northwest - 
Mr. Sasser said we have been working as a city for the last couple of years trying to get EV stations here. The intent was to be able to get an app that would show people where they could come and get charged. Energy Northwest are the ones doing this up and down the I-5 and out Hwy 12. We first identified some spots like the TDS building because you need three phase power. That was passed over because of TDS. The next spot was on the corner of Williams and State which is the Auto Parts Store. This was turned away because of insurance and a fire hazard with the building. So, the only other place to be recommended was the west side of the auto parts store and he passed a map out. Discussion followed.
Mrs. Mcarron motioned to approve the plan for the EV Station and Mrs. Minnear seconded. Question called; motion passed.

D.
Youth Advocacy Center of Lewis County -

Mr. Sasser commented on some mail he received. This was a sad piece of mail. It talks about the children having someplace to go, 141 children have gone through this center last year and the abuse identified. This is never talked about and what happens to the youth. It covers all ranges. Discussion followed. Mrs. Hartmann also said there is an article online and gave a synopsis of the article.

Mr. Sasser would like to have a proclamation and offer up a $1,000.00 to them. Mrs. Mcarron made a motion to offer them a $1,000.00 and use it where they need it. Mrs. Minnear seconded. Question called; motion passed.
XII
Public Comment - 7:12
Mr. Scott Brummer was visiting, and he is running for Position 3 of County Commissioners. He wanted to see what is happening in Mossyrock. He has met everyone except the council, and he is working on the VA issue that Mr. Sasser asked about. Some discussion followed.
Mrs. Hartmann reminded everyone about Movie Night on March 26th, The Transformers.

Judy wanted to remind the council again about the issue on Coleman Road which is getting very dangerous. Some discussion followed.
Freedom Festival is July 2nd and 3rd. The Blueberry Festival is in August, and we will be hosting a Civil War Reenactment.
