
MOSSYROCK CITY COUNCIL MEETING

November 12, 2021
I     Call to Order 

The council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:10 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II   Roll Call – 6:10
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Treasurer Angeleetta Hartmann, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Teresa Quinlan, and Craig Byrum. Excused: City Engineer and City Attorney and Council Member Shannon Mcarron and Jeff Bellino. 
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

III   Setting of Agenda 6:11
Mr. Byrum motioned to set the agenda; Mrs. Minnear seconded. Question called and passed.

IV   Treasurer Report   6:11
Mrs. Hartmann reported that at the end of October we had in the bank $682,818.74, Savings has not changed. LGIP increased by about $12, $207,937.15. Funds in total are $1,564,106.78. Savings has not been touched again. Our revenue is at 107.87% of budget, our expenditures are at 82.28%. We are still on target, and she hopes to keep spending under 100%, so we are doing good. Discussion followed.
Mrs. Quinlan asked about the $114,000 for and Mrs. Hartmann explained about this program and what we can spend our money on. Discussion followed.
V   Staff and Committee Reports   6:14
A.  Public Works - Randall Sasser
Mr. Sasser commented that he had just come from Meadow Lane where we had the high-water alarm going off. The water is about half down so it will probably be another hour before the alarm shuts off. Discussion followed. Mr. Sasser did comment that someone is flushing whole oranges down the drain. More discussion. One thing we did not get done this year which disappointed Mr. Sasser was that we were not able to get to the storm drain in the park. We will probably use some of the grant money to upgrade the line from an 8" to a 24" line. Discussion followed.
A couple more manifold to install down on Mossyrock Road West and then the project will be done. The first house has already started pouring concrete.

We also know there are some potholes in the city and hopefully in the next couple of weeks we will get them taken care of.

Mrs. Minnear asked that when the alarm goes off, who gets the phone calls because she never hears the alarm. Mr. Sasser said that one our guys, Tony, gets a call after Mr. Sasser gets a call.
B.    Police Department - Chief Morningstar
No report.
C.    Parks Committee - Mr. Sasser
Mr. Sasser said we will probably not have another meeting for about another month. Mrs. Manley asked to be put on the call or email list and Mrs. Minnear said she would add Mrs. Manley.
D.    Planning Commission – Mrs. Manley 

Mr. Sasser asked if there was anything new from the planning commission and she said no, they had to cancel their last meeting because they did not have a quorum.
VI   Consent Agenda    6:30
A.   Minutes of October 14th Council Meeting, Open Public Meeting of October 14th. October Voucher approval were completed and verified by Mrs. Quinlan and Mrs. Minnear.
Mrs. Minnear motioned to accept the minutes for the meetings and approve the vouchers. Mr. Byrum seconded. Question called and passed.

VIII   Old Business 6:31
A.
New Vehicle Purchase - Mr. Sasser said we can not order the new vehicle yet because we are getting a 2022 Pickup, and he explained we could get a brand-new truck because we can use the municipality discount. So, it will be about $18,000. Discussion followed.
B.
Halloween and Christmas Events - We had the Halloween event and he felt it went really well and some really cute costumes. We may adjust the hours next year. Discussion followed. Mr. Sasser said we really need help with these events
Mrs. Hartmann said the next event is the Christmas Tree Lighting which will be Dec. 18th at 6 pm. She already has a commitment from Spider to play music and he was told to have at least a half hour of Christmas Caroling songs. This is what was requested last year. She also said they would have hot chocolate and hot apple cider, coffee, candy canes and we will have door prizes again. Discussion followed.
C.
Dog License Ordinance - Mr. Bellino and Mr. Smith were working on this before so now we need someone to work with Mr. Bellino to update this ordinance. Mrs. Hartmann explained what needed to be done so we need a volunteer to help with this. Mr. Byrum volunteer to help Mr. Bellino.

D.
Container Moratorium - Mr. Sasser said that this is another one that needs to be looked at. We need one to two people to work with Mrs. Manley to get this updated. Mrs. Minnear volunteered. Discussion followed.
E.
Planning Commission regarding house plans in new development

Mr. Sasser said that we wanted to look at the planning for the house for Bear Canyon Farms and Mrs. Sasser explained about the project and he said that he had asked all the council members to think about this so it could be discussed and voted on tonight. Mrs. Quinlan added that some people did not think that the plan fit into the criteria for a family residence. Mr. Byrum said he thinks it actually does. He asked if we need a motion to vote on this and Mr. Sasser said that at the last meeting he said we would vote on this tonight. Mrs. Minnear asked if what we received last month was the contract and we said no that this was their house rules, and she was impressed with it. Discussion followed.
Mr. Sasser said we need a motion to accept the house, Mr. Byrum made a motion to accept the Bear Canyon Tree house and Mrs. Minnear seconded it. Question called and passed.
IX     New Business - 6.46
A.
Ordinance 495     Adopting the Budget for 2022
The discussion started back on Christmas trees and the meetings they may have and if they would consider holding their meeting here. They will check into it.

Mr. Byrum made a motion to adopt Ordinance 495, the Budget for 2022, Mrs. Minnear seconded. Question called and passed.
B.
Resolution 2021-13     Adopting Tax Levy for 2022 to include Levy Certification
Mrs. Hartmann said we received a letter from county regarding our taxes, Resolution 2021-13 regarding our 1%, whether we want to do that or not, she believes last year we banked that and didn't use it. Mrs. Quinlan said we did bank our 1% last year. Mrs. Hartmann asked if we wanted to do that again this year. The Levy Certification is set this year at $71,500. We were told we could collect $232.63 in administrative refund; Mrs. Hartmann was not sure whether we needed to take that. She just said she needed a motion. Mr. Byrum motioned to adopt Resolution 2021-13; Mrs. Minnear seconded. Question called and passed.
X.
Public Comment - 6:55
Mr. Sasser asked if there was any public comment. He also let the council know that they needed to think about something, we did get the rate study back from RCAC about their proposals, he said we will not do what they proposed and when he questioned some of the numbers weren't right but even then with what they are proposing, it will not keep us from applying for grants. Discussion followed. He said will there be a rate increase, yes, there will have to be a rate increase of some kind but not as drastic as they are recommending. He will have that for the next meeting. January's increase will still be in effect which is a 5% increase.

Mr. Byrum motioned to adjourn the meeting; Mrs. Quinlan seconded. Question called; motion passed unanimously.
