

MOSSYROCK CITY COUNCIL MEETING

October 14, 2021
I     Call to Order 

The council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:23 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II   Roll Call – 6:23
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Treasurer Angeleetta Hartmann, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Jeff Bellino, Teresa Quinlan, and Shannon Mcarron. Excused: City Engineer and City Attorney and Council Member Craig Byrum. 
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

III   Setting of Agenda 6:25
Mrs. Mcarron motioned to set the agenda; Mr. Bellino seconded. Question called and passed.

IV   Treasurer Report   6:25
Mrs. Hartmann read her report, report attached. 
Mr. Sasser explained that part of the reason for the reduction in our hours is because we did not have a lot of part time help this summer and cut back on overtime hours. It also goes back to water breaks and mechanical problems that causes the overtime. Also with the new meters, they do not have to spend as much time reading the meters.
