A.  Public Works - Randall Sasser
Mr. Sasser commented that we have hired another person for public works and another one will be coming by the end of the month. We have one employee on light duty as well.
We are also looking at a grant for crack sealing all of our roads.

Wastewater Treatment Plant is SOMATing again at the plant. Non-pot is up and running as well. We have had two major breaks. Our water loss so far is 29% and we want to be around 10%.
The storm drain for the Memorial Park does not have a sufficient grade to allow it to drain. This will be added to the list.

We are also reviewing some grants that may help us to improve our sidewalks.
