I     Call to Order 

The council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:17 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.

III   Roll Call – 6:18

Mrs. Mcarron made a motion to set the agenda, Mrs. Simon seconded. Question called, passed.
V  Treasurer Report   6:19
Mrs. Hartmann read her report, see attached.
Mrs. Hartmann also said we had an audit from the USDA regarding Civil Right Compliance and since we have loans with the USDA this process has to be done. They did interviews and toured the plant. We had to make some minor adjustments and put online through our emails, letterheads and billing statements that we are an equal opportunity employer. Also, on the website and we have passed. This is done every three to six years.

VI   Staff and Committee Reports   6:22
A. Public Works - Randall Sasser

Mr. Sasser reported that there was a leak on Jerrells Road, that whole line will be added to our future projects list for lines to be replaced. All the leaks are caught up off our work boards. We are trying to get a grant to do the resurfacing on State St., grind, or chip seal.
Had a problem on Clarifier #1, it over torqued. About three years ago we had Clarifier #2, worked on and updated. Clarifier#1 is up and running but we will look at rebuilding it within the next three or four years.

We have pipe already purchased to do the storm drain in the park which will be done after all of the festivals and will have someone come in to do the job and get it done within a week.

Still planning on upgrading in the park as far as electrical and the stormwater drainage. Park committee will start meetings after the last festival.

Mr. Sasser asked Mrs. Manley to ask the owner if he would like to sell it. The city could use it for extra parking.
Mrs. Manley said one of the board members is working on the parking ordinance and signage. Currently only in the growth management information.
