
MOSSYROCK CITY COUNCIL MEETING

June 9, 2022
I     Call to Order 

The council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:00 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II.   Pledge of Allegiance
III   Roll Call – 6:01
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Shannon Mcarron, Craig Byrum, Juliana Simon, and Teresa Quinlan.  Excused: City Engineer and City Attorney and Treasurer Angeleetta Hartmann.
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

IV   Setting of Agenda 6:02
Before setting the agenda, Mr. Sasser said that on new business, add item C and that is going to be Jack and Bob will be giving us a little input here. Mrs. Mcarron also wanted it noted that it is Mrs. Mcarron not Mr. Mcarron. Mr. Sasser agreed, and it will be corrected. Mrs. Mcarron motioned to set the agenda with alterations; Mrs. Quinlan seconded. Question called and passed.

Mr. Sasser read the Treasurer’s report.
VI   Staff and Committee Reports   6:04
A.  Public Works - Randall Sasser (Report submitted by Tony Poukkula)
Mr. Sasser wanted to start it off with something that we received from the Department of Ecology. Congratulatory letter for the 2021 Outstanding Performance Award of the Water Treatment Plant. Mr. Sasser was very proud of the strides our public works has made and our contractor, Damon Stevens out at the WWTP.
Mr. Sasser said we have increased our staff by one person. We now have two people in training to get certified to work on WW Treatment and the water systems. This will still take a couple of years to get them up to speed. Have also been working on potholes which will be an ongoing thing until we get more decent weather.
They will be doing some upgrades out at the treatment plant. They will be putting up a metal cover over the effluent channel to protect the UV bulbs. Discussion followed.
B.    Police Department - Chief Morningstar
He is not here yet and there was no one else from the police department.
C.    Parks Committee - Mr. Sasser
We have a lot of stuff going on this year in the park. Unfortunately, we have had plans to redo the storm drains throughout the park, but the weather has not been cooperating at all. We have all the material but wait till the events are all over. Some discussion followed.
D.    Planning Commission – Mr. Sasser
Mrs. Manley said they did not have any request come through the planning commission. They did get a request about a trailer in the Mountain View Mobile Home Park and were looking into it. They did look at the business license ordinance which is due to be put into effect later this year. Does bring up a lot of questions. Discussion followed.
VII   Consent Agenda    6: 27
A.   Minutes of May 12th Council Meeting. Vouchers for May were completed and verified by Mrs. Minnear and Mrs. Mcarron. 

Mrs. Mcarron motioned to approve the Minutes from May 12th and the Vouchers for May and Mrs. Simon seconded. Question called and passed.

 Public Comment on Agenda Items   6:29
Mr. Rose asked about the flagpole. Mr. Sasser said we have a nice big hole. Concrete is ready to be poured and we want to have a dedication. Get more people involved. Discussion followed.
IX   Old Business     6:30
A. Dog License Ordinance – Mrs. Mcarron asked that it be tabled due to family issues.
B. Recap for the Festivals – 
We have four events and Mr. Sasser commented on them.

Freedom Festival is July 2nd and 3rd. Fireworks on the night of the 3rd and the Fire Department will have their fireworks on the evening of July 4th.

Blueberry Festival is the 6th and 7th of August and that is the Civil War Reenactment.

There will be well over 250 participants coming. Discussion followed. Fireworks after that as well.

August 27th is the John Denver Tribute. Exactly like John Denver. One day paid event.

$17.50 before and $25.00 day of event. Discussion followed.
September 17th is the Hispanic Independence Celebration. This is the first time we have done anything like this here.

Mr. Sasser said anyone can volunteer to help. Contact Angie at City Hall or Mr. Sasser at his shop.

Mrs. Minnear asked how many gates will be open for the John Denver event and Mr. Sasser said two.

Mr. Sasser recognized Chief Morningstar who had just come in and Chief Morningstar gave his monthly report to the council. See attached. 
Chief also commented on the excess 911 calls from one person. Discussion followed.

X     New Business - 6:41
A. Planning for development of Mossy Rock – Rick Mcclure
Mr. Mcclure introduced members of the Cowlitz Indian Tribe and gave a brief insight to how he became involved in the developing Mossy Rock.

Rita Geirsson, Cultural Resource Director. Indicated the Cowlitz Tribe would like to develop a relationship with Mossyrock. The tribe would like to receive information on upcoming projects.

Robert “Bob” Harju, Cultural Resource Department Tribal Carver serves on the board as the tribal carver. Mr. Sasser asked about obtaining a canoe. Bob indicated he specializes in the “Shovel Nose” canoe, they are traditional dug out.

John O’Brien serves on the board. John is located in Randle; he has interest in placing signage along trails in Native language.

Mrs. Mcarron inquired about attending Tribal meetings. John indicated they are held the 1st Saturday of the month, currently there are virtually only. You must contact the Cultural Department first to be invited to attend meetings, which are held at 7 am.
Mr. Sasser then commented that for years they had been talking about revitalizing the trail that goes through Klickitat Park. We want to continue to partner with the tribe to move things forward.

There is the Mossy Rock Park and we have been talking about how to make it easier to make it up the trail. Discussion followed.
B. Annexation

Mrs. Manley said the Smith Family has asked officially to be annexed. They have been in the urban growth area and have signed a Letter of Intent for Annexation. They would like the council’s approval to move forward with the annexation. The next step is a cover sheet and map that was given to the council members to review. It is for all four parcels with the city’s well on it. There is a motion attached to the documents and the motion made verbatim. Mrs. Manley read the motion. Discussion followed.

Mrs. Mcarron made the motion as per verbiage required and Mr. Byrum seconded.

Question called and passed.

C. Bob and Jack DeGoede

Jack wanted to clear up any possible confusion in regard to the project they have that was their father’s idea. It is in regard to the chapel and cross and trail across the highway.

He was commenting on the cost of the upkeep for the facility. Discussion followed.
The project only has two parcels that are in question which is on top and one on the west side. Each one will be residential with one home each. This is not farmland. Discussion followed.
XI
Public Comment – 7:15
Mr. Meelhuysen commented about the run for July and will now be called the Independence Run. It is a fund raiser; Hampton and the Chronicle have jumped in to sponsor it.

July 3rd at 9 am. It is a 5k and an 8k run. Funds raised will go to concussion and athletic programs at the school. Also developing senior exercise programs. Scholarships will be set up for the senior’s program. Always looking for volunteers. Discussion followed.
