I     Call to Order

VI   Staff and Committee Reports   6:07
A.  Public Works - Randall Sasser
We have a full compliment of employees now. We have 5, 4 full time and 1 part time.
Last week we purchased another Big Boy lawn mower and got a great deal on it. It was in Grandville, and we picked it up. It only had 39 hours on it for $3,750.00. Discussion followed.

We are looking at potholes this next week, got some of the big ones taken care of.

Mrs. Quinlan asked who the new workers were, Mrs. Hartmann said one is Kyle Kauk, he lives in Winlock and the other one is Joshua Stover, he lives here in town on Hope St. Mrs. Hartmann said Kyle is working closely with the Tony in case he has to leave due to his wife's pregnancy. B.    Police Department - Chief Morningstar
Chief Morningstar handed out his report and then gave a synopsis of what they have been doing.
The SRO officer is still open for a full-time officer. Mrs. Mcarron asked if we have an SRO officer now and he said no. Discussion followed. They want someone eager to come to work.
Mrs. Quinlan then asked about the ALICE training and Chief Morningstar addressed that program.
Mr. Sasser said we have just upgraded the cameras in the park and asked if it would be 
possible to have an officer check the park about 11:30 or so. Discussion followed.
Vandalism in the park has really been bad. Once we can see who these people are then we can go from there in what action we take. Discussion followed.

Mr. Sasser asked if Chief could be at the next MAAL meeting on the 19th. He said he had already planned on attending. He also mentioned the 17th of September in regard to the Hispanic Celebration and said they would have minimal staff here due to a prior commitment.

C.    Parks Committee - Mr. Sasser
Flagpole hole has been bored and ditch lines laid for electrical and water. Cage is being built for the flagpole.
Down in Klickitat Park, we are meeting one day next week to go over and lay out where the extra power posts are going to go.
