October 19, 2022
I     Call to Order 

The Council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:15 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II.   Pledge of Allegiance
III   Roll Call – 6:16
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Shannon Mcarron,  Juliana Simon, Teresa Quinlan and Craig Byrum.  Excused: City Engineer and City Attorney. 
Mr. Sasser said we have a full council, everyone is here.

Mrs. Mcarron made a motion to set the agenda, Mrs. Quinlan seconded. Question called, passed.
V  Treasurer Report   6:16
Mr. Sasser read Treasurer’s report. 
VI   Staff and Committee Reports   6:16
A. Public Works – Mr. Sasser
There were two leaks on Damron which public works took care of. Also, Kyle is working hard to get his Wastewater I Certificate. Mr. Sasser said he anticipates that he will get that within the next 30 days. Mr. Poukkula is back, and we are fully staffed in the public works side. We have a list of mini projects that we are going to be doing now since all the festivals are done and we won’t be interrupted by any of those activities.
We have finished the new metal roof on the well head storage building. Discussion followed. 

We are working on grants to take care of our roads, to take care of those which will be in 2023. We do have pass through funds, but Mr. Sasser wants to hold onto those till we see what grant possibilities are. Devin Jackson, our city engineer is working on trying to secure us some funding.

B.  Law Enforcement -   Chief Morningstar
Chief Morningstar turned in a report, see attached.
Mr. Sasser asked how many reserves and full-time staff does he have? Chief Morningstar said they have a staff of 10. Mr. Sasser would like to do something for the entire force to maybe have a luncheon over here as a thank you and he said last year they did lunch with an officer. Chief said that last year they did it at the Lemon Tree, but the mayor would like it shifted to the community center. Mr. Sasser said we will look to see when there would be a good time and put something together. Mr. Sasser said he just wants to thank them for all they do. Discussion followed.

Mr. Byrum asked the Chief how things were going with the digital speed signs, has he seen any influx of tickets or slowing down or occurrences of anything. Chief said during the day he has not seen a lot but during the night there is more. He said during the day they are slowing down more and in the evening is where they are seeing the issues. Discussion followed.

Mrs. Mcarron had a question, she said she has seen it herself but during school pick up times there is a heavy parent presence in front of the school, and they tend to park in the yellow. She said you can park for a certain amount of time, but it is getting to where there are so many people parking in the yellow that they are blocking the driveway. Discussion followed.
C. Parks Committee – Mr. Sasser
     Our stormwater line is updated and done. The next thing we are actually working on is doing   

      a poured concrete seating area that will be in front of the amphitheater, it will be a half 

      moon shape so the park board said to go ahead and go forward with it, so we are getting 

      some bids on it now. We are also pouring a big slab for a dance floor area. Mrs. Mcarron 

      asked how big it was going to be and Mr. Sasser said it will be about 38 feet wide. 

      Discussion followed.
D. Planning Commission – Mrs. Manley
.    Mr. Sasser reported that Mrs. Manley said there was not much going on right now. The 

     things that we do have that we have to work through, there was an individual within city

     limits that wanted to put in a well for livestock, so we have to deal with that situation. The 

     other one is the Savage Daughter’s Rage Room, Mr. Sasser said they have met all the criteria

     as far as zone per ordinances. They can move forward. Mrs. Simon asked if we were going

     to be responsible if someone gets hurt there and Mr. Sasser said no. Mrs. Mcarron asked if 

     we were going to be responsible if someone comes out and smashes something else along 

     the way. Mr. Sasser said no. Mr. Byrum voiced his opinion. Discussion followed.
