

MOSSYROCK CITY COUNCIL MEETING

September 8, 2022
I     Call to Order 

The Council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:16 p.m. by Mayor Pro Tem Teresa Quinlan.
II.   Pledge of Allegiance
III   Roll Call – 6:16
Present were Mayor Pro Tem Teresa Quinlan, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Shannon Mcarron, and Juliana Simon.  Excused: City Engineer and City Attorney and Mayor Randall Sasser. Absent – Craig Byrum
Mrs. Quinlan said we have a quorum.

IV   Setting of Agenda 6:16
Mrs. Mcarron made a motion to set the agenda, Mrs. Simon seconded. Question called, passed.
V  Treasurer Report   6:17
Mrs. Hartmann read her report, see attached.
Mrs. Hartmann said our biggest expense after the festivals will be the stormwater drains. The whole field in the park will be done. 
We have received authorization from the union to add another certification for the public works team which is above what was originally in the contract. This is a certification for the public works employees and their ongoing education. This will also help the guys to be crossed trained in different areas, so we do not have to depend on just one person, also gives us flexibility in the work schedule.

VI   Staff and Committee Reports   6:19
A. Public Works – Mrs. Hartmann
The guys have been really really busy. Water shut offs were done today, they fixed a leak on Damron Road, and they had to do a live replacement, so they did not have to shut down the water lines. The guys are getting better and working together to get things done. Somating is going well, and this makes Randall a happy camper.
The guys have been keeping the streets looking nice, mowing the park and working on the Memorial Park.

B.  Law Enforcement -   Chief Morningstar
Chief Morningstar turned in a report, see attached.
C. Parks Committee – Mrs. Hartmann
Basically, as soon as the Mexican Independence Day Celebration is over, we will start having our meetings again. Right now, the emphasis is going to be getting the stormwater drainage fixed. We are also going to upgrade our electrical down in the park to give us better access and hookups for the festivals. Discussion followed.

It was asked about movies in the park, Mrs. Hartmann said at this time there are not movies scheduled and she is not sure whether they will continue in the community center either. It has been her and her husband putting these on, and time commitment is getting a little thin. Unless there is someone in the community who wants to stepup and take it over, she does not know if this will happen.
D. Planning Commission – Mrs. Manley
Mrs. Manley said they had their regularly scheduled meeting on Tuesday, August 23rd, and went through some information. Under old business was the Smith’s annexation, public notice went out. Discussion followed. She had four areas of discussion. One was a proposal by an individual for a business called Savage Daughters Rage Room. This was part of a package sent to the council. Discussion followed.
Second item was from West on Wheels Mobile Vending. Need final health department issues taken care of for the permit. Discussion followed.

261 E State Street, is another proposed business that has been brought to the planning commission. He has to submit his plans to the planning commission what exactly he is proposing.

The last one is 278 Williams Street, the Shell Station is going to be putting in an electric vehicle charging station, four charging units. Discussion followed.

IX   Old Business     6:34
A.    Flagpole Dedication – is supposed to be this weekend at 1 pm down at the Memorial Park. Main Street West will be blocked off and we will need traffic control. Discussion followed.
B.     Mexican Festival – Mrs. Hartmann said we are getting down to the wire and have six or seven vendors coming in. The day will start off at 10 am with the three different bike races with the different ages. Hampton Lumber is the sponsor for this. They are getting bicycle helmets for the winners. Parade will go at noon up State St. Then things will work into the park. Discussion followed.
Mrs. Mcarron asked if we needed a motion to accept the minutes from the August 11th budget meeting as well. Mrs. Hartmann said yes. Mrs. Mcarron motioned to approve the minutes from the Budget meeting on August 11th, Mrs. Simon seconded. Question called and passed.

Amending Resolution 2022-02 to 2022-03 for Transfer of Fiduciary Funds

Mrs. Hartmann explained the issue with this resolution in that it had the wrong follow up number so this was being corrected from 2022-02 to 2022-03. Mrs. Mcarron motioned to adjust the number and Mrs. Minnear seconded. Question called and passed.
XI
Open Public Comment UGA  –  (6:46 – 7 pm)
Mrs. Hartmann said that this was one of the issues brought up under the Planning Commission information regarding the Resolution 2022-04 Accepting Smith Annexation for the Western UGA area located at the corner of Isbell Road and Mossyrock Road West pursuant to RCW 35A.14.120 providing notice of intent to annex the Lewis County Review Board confirming application of the zoning designations applied to the unincorporated area and requiring the assumption of a proportionate share of city indebtedness. Mrs. Hartmann asked if there were any questions regarding this. Mr. Manley explained further what this was all about. Discussion followed.
Doug Fosberg commented that he would like the city to consider as well as the County that when we do grow that we grow our services along with everything else. Because with the sale of DeGoede’s and the SEPA paperwork coming across his desk, there is the potential to outgrow the Fire Departments services. More comments followed. He commented that before any planning is done the city may want to consider any impact fees that may need to be assessed to help with services for the Fire Department and the Police Department. Only have 23 volunteers in the Fire Department. Discussion followed.
Mrs. Manley said that UGA applications are only accepted once a year in October. Three areas are possible UGA areas.

Mrs. Mcarron motioned to accept Resolution 2022-04, Mrs. Simon seconded. Question called and passed.

Other Public Comments - 
Chief Morningstar commented that we had a lot of positive feedback from the civil war reenactment. Sept. 17th is their constitution conference.
Mrs. Hartmann said that those who want to make public comments that they have two minutes to speak.

Tina Becker – Regarding the Rage Room

Explained about the Rage Room, it’s conception and the meaning of what it is and what they provide.
Doug Fosberg – wanted to bring up the parking issue at the corner of State Street and Williams 

Street. He is concerned with the parking next to Nacho’s because this causes issues when his vehicles try to go through that area. He would like the city to consider about not letting vehicles park there.


Also, code red flag conditions, please be careful of fires right now.

Kathryn Garboe – responded to the Rage Room and it’s need in the area and her concern 

regarding this issue.


Also wanted to know what was going to happen to the dog park. Council members 

indicated that this would be going away soon.

Whatever happened to recognizing volunteers or the citizen being recognized. Mrs. Quinlan said we used to have Citizen of the Quarter, but it got away from them and has not been done. Would like this to be considered again.

She would like to see about planting wildflowers along Mossyrock Road West. This will need to be taken up for discussion. Mrs. Hartmann explained some of the issues with this. Discussion followed.
Dean Becker – he is the husband of Tina Becker, and here to speak on her behalf. He works for

a gun range and does not see the difference between the gun rage and the rage room. Comments followed.

Mrs. Mcarron commented about a letter that was supposed to have been submitted. Mrs. Becker will get a copy to the council.
