Down on Aldrich Road they took care of a hazardous tree. They did a good job getting it cleaned up. Naturally, potholes are always a problem. Grant for a regrind on State St. was denied so we will try again next year.
We did reposition the speed sign on Mossyrock Road West because it got pushed over. We relocated it east and it will not be pushed over again. Mrs. Minnear said the lights at the intersection on Hwy 12 and Williams is working quicker.

We had a little problem down in the park with the storm line just put in. It is not a problem with the line itself, it has to do with the original lines put in. Discussion followed. The park is closed till further notice. It is closed to parking cars because we are working on the parking lot and entry. Discussion followed. Parking lot is closed for maintenance, but people can still walk into the park.
