November 16, 2022
I     Call to Order 

The Council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:15 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II.   Pledge of Allegiance
III   Roll Call – 6:16
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Shannon Mcarron,  Juliana Simon, Teresa Quinlan and Craig Byrum.  Excused: City Engineer and City Attorney. 
Mr. Sasser said we have a full council, everyone is here.

IV   Setting of Agenda 6:17
Corrections to the Agenda where the wrong date at the top should read November not October. And Memorandum from the Planning Commission needs to be scratched. And Mrs. Quinlan’s name needs to be added to the voucher’s verification for October, 2022. Mr. Byrum made a motion to set the agenda, Mrs. Minnear seconded. Question called, passed.
V   Treasurer Report   6:18
Mrs. Hartmann gave Treasurer’s report. 
Mr. Sasser talked about the FIT program put together by the state. Information is driven by year end information. Some discussion followed.
Possible projects for this next year would be the upgrade of electrical in the park for different venues and upgrade in equipment or rolling stock.

VI   Staff and Committee Reports   6:20
A.  Law Enforcement -   Chief Morningstar
Chief Morningstar turned in a report, see attached.
40 calls over annual average, 20% above average

By February there will be a full time SRO.

Canine unit to begin work again next year. Mr. Sasser asked what classification of narcotics will the K-9 look for, Chief said everything but marijuana.

Then Mr. Sasser asked about the speed limits. He asked if tickets are being written, Chief said most of the tickets are on Williams and State streets. Mr. Sasser asked if we could be given numbers of tickets written, and Chief said they do not track the verbal warnings. Discussion followed.

B. Parks Committee – Mr. Sasser
Parks Committee met last week to discuss some plans. Storm drain is completely done. No problems with our lift station from the last storm. Discussion followed.
We had talked about events down in the park and a dance floor was considered to be made out of concrete which can hold a thin dance floor. Discussion followed.
C. Public Works – Mr. Sasser

Our guys have been working diligently on potholes. We had a company went through all of our meters and water lines to determine where there may have been leaks and they located about 14 major leaks. That is a lot of water loss. Month of October, the city used 3,396,460 gallons of water. The city fixed four leaks, two on Isbell and two on Swigert. Discussion followed.
We have two clarifiers working together. 

D. Planning Commission – Mrs. Manley
.    Mrs. Manley said they had talked about Damron Road and the security to their properties  

     especially at night. We wanted to ask about streetlights and ask county about this. We 

     checked with the county, and they said they see no problem, so we are trying to find out how 

     we as the city can take care of it. Discussion followed.
     Hartmann’s wanted to see if they needed a permit to do some work inside their business, the 

     planning commission did not take action because they felt there was no need for a permit.

     242 Sunset Drive is splitting the parcel and then build a new resident on the parcel. It is a 

     minor issue and can be administratively approved.

     Request to drill a well within city limits for agricultural use and it was recommended that 

     instead of the city approving a well to look at amending the fees to include and agricultural 

     rate fee. We do not want to set a precedent for future applications.

     General discussion on land use and regulatory set forth in our growth management directory

     which has to be updated again by 2025. Mrs. Hartmann thought that we had a six year 

     window but because of legislative rulings it has been changed. Discussion followed.
     She said they have been working on the urban growth, taking out the area on young road and 

     then working on the annexation of the Smith property. Only urban growth left is on Damron 

     Road. Discussion followed.
