I     Call to Order

II.   Pledge of Allegiance
III   Roll Call – 6:06
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Treasurer Angie Hartmann, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Juliana Simon, Shannon Mcarron and Teresa Quinlan. Excused: City Engineer and City Attorney. Absent: Craig Byrum.

Ordinance 356 – Dog Ordinance

Ordinance 412-1 – Nuisance Ordinance

Mr. Sasser said we did not have anything with this, and Mrs. Hartmann commented that the reason why the ordinance was brought up the last time was when Mr. Ebert brought up the issue and the ordinance was review and two sections were that were involved were looked up. Other than this, there was really no issue with the ordinance. Mrs. Hartmann said this could be removed from the old business. Ordinance 508 – Bicycle Ordinance

Mrs. Mcarron said we had talked about this in October and November, we had talked about the one section that needed to be taken out and it was sent to Ms. Jay and that section was taken out and everyone should have a copy of the corrected ordinance.

Chief Fosberg

Mr. Sasser said we would check with Chief Fosberg to see if he would like to address the council next month.
B
Ordinance 501-1

Amending the Fiscal Budget for 2023
Mrs. Hartmann said that she reviewed the numbers, and this is her best projection since not all the numbers have come in from the state, which is not received till the last day of the month.

Mr. Sasser then asked if the council wanted any explanation and then commented on why the difference in totals was due to funds received from TIB fund, grant monies and grant loan payoff.

Mrs. Simon made the motion to pass Ordinance 501-1, Mrs. Mcarron seconded.

Question called and passed.
C
Dog License/Dog Ordinance
Mr. Sasser said that they need to have a discussion about taking the dog license out of the dog ordinance and making it a separate ordinance. He said he has asked Ms. Hannon to check with other cities to see how they handle this issue. Comments followed.
Mrs. Simon said she licenses her dogs, but she knows someone who doesn’t license her dogs with the city because her husband passed away and she does not have the money to take her dog to the veterinary and get rabies shots for it. So, she does not license the dog. Mr. Sasser said this could be an opportunity for the city to see how we can help in that situation. Discussion followed.

Then the discussion turned to rabies shots and who needs to and what we can help the public with, comments and discussion followed.

Mr. Sasser commented that more research needs to be done.
