
MOSSYROCK CITY COUNCIL MEETING

January 18, 2023
I     Call to Order 

The Council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:05 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II.   Pledge of Allegiance
III   Roll Call – 6:05
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Angie Hartmann. Council Members: Bea Minnear, Shannon Mcarron, Juliana Simon, Teresa Quinlan. Absent: Craig Byrum.  Excused: City Engineer and City Attorney. 
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

IV   Executive Meeting  - 6:06  (15 minutes)

V   Setting of Agenda and Consent Agenda 6:20
Mrs. Hartmann said she has switched the Setting of the Agenda and Consent Agenda per Mr. Rose’s suggestion. So, everyone will be voting on the minutes from December 21st Council Meeting and the Special Council Meeting held on December 29th, December vouchers completed by Mrs. Simon and Mr. Byrum. Also, Ordinance 482 unless anybody on council would like that opened for more discussion but everyone knows what it is about. It is the provisions for the storage containers that was brought up before. 
Mrs. Hartmann said that if they do not want to approve the Ordinance 482 now, it needs to be moved down to new business for approval. Mrs. Quinlan said she was not at the last meeting, so Mrs. Hartmann asked her if she wanted it moved. Mrs. Quinlan acknowledged, and Mrs. Hartmann said it would be moved down to old business. Discussion followed to clarify procedure.
Mrs. Hartmann explained that with Ordinance 482 being moved to old business, the council will only be voting on the minutes and vouchers for the Consent Agenda.

Mrs. Mcarron made a motion to accept the Consent Agenda, Mrs. Minnear seconded. Question called, passed.

Mrs. Hartmann gave Treasurer’s report. See attached.
VII  Staff and Committee Reports   6:25
A. Public Works – Mr. Sasser

Mr. Sasser commented that our new line that we had put into the park, our storm line, we have an issue there. Where it comes in off of Meadow Lane, there is another line that was underneath the existing line that was not on any map. It was not seen when the new line was put in. This has created a problem in the park. Discussion followed.
B. Law Enforcement -   Chief Morningstar
Chief Morningstar gave us him report and a synopsis of what was going on.
Mr. Sasser asked about the number of calls with our area and demographics.

Discussion followed.

Mr. Sasser said that MAAL was meeting and maybe he and the Chief could get together to go over the festivals and what they will need to cover the events.

C. Parks Committee – Mr. Sasser

Mr. Sasser said we were looking at trying to get some more electrical down in the park.
Our main concern is dealing with our water issue. The dance floor will be happening in the spring time. Mr. Sasser explained more about this. Discussion followed.
D. Planning Commission – Mrs. Manley

Mr. Sasser appreciated her assistance on the planning commission. Mrs. Manley said that they had no visitors or applications at the last meeting. They talked about projects they would like to do and closed the meeting after 15 minutes.
County had their first planned growth committee meeting and they have representatives from every city to put in their input to the county to see how the county will do their comprehensive plan. Discussion followed.
Mrs. Manley offered to host a forum between small cities to discuss the housing information that is coming out. Discussion followed.

 Public Comment on Agenda Items   6:40
Mrs. Mary Fairbanks had concern about large dogs in the park unleashed. She asked about better signs. Discussion followed.

Mr. Sasser will talk to the owner of the dogs regarding them being loose. Mrs. Hartmann asked how we would deal with enforcement. Mr. Sasser said there isn’t a way to enforce anything because we do not have shelter or personnel. We can change our ordinance and have a fine. More discussion followed.
Mr. Rose asked with DeGoede’s shutting down, is this going to be a problem for the city. He said they are shutting down in April and about 85 families will be affected. Discussion followed.

IX   Old Business     6:49

Ordinance 482
Provisions for Storage Containers

The planning commission went through the ordinance, corrected and updated it to what they felt was needed. So, this is the final draft.
Mrs. Quinlan asked to have it broken down and Mr. Sasser said it mainly concerns the metal containers that are moveable, not the wood ones necessarily. Discussion followed.

Mrs. Mcarron motioned to approve Ordinance 482; Mrs. Simon seconded. Mr. Sasser called for an actual vote. Mrs. Mcarron

Ordinance pertaining to Franchise Agreement with Astound Broadband

The members have been given this so they can review it before the next meeting. Once this is voted on the effective date will be 3/27. Then the dates were called into discussion and Mrs. Hartmann apologized that she indeed had the wrong dates, they should reflect February not March. The open public hearing will be at 6 pm and will last for 10 or 15 minutes, however long the council decides, and then the council meeting will start at 6:15 pm or whatever time is allotted. Discussion followed. The delay happened between their legal and our legal and are now moving forward again.

Mrs. Hartmann said this was mainly informational for the council members to review.
