
MOSSYROCK CITY COUNCIL MEETING

June 21, 2023
I     Call to Order 

The Council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:00 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II.   Pledge of Allegiance
III   Roll Call – 6:02
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Angie Hartmann, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Juliana Simon, and Shannon Mcarron. Excused Absence: Craig Byrum and Teresa Quinlan.  Excused: City Engineer and City Attorney. 
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

IV   Setting of Agenda and Consent Agenda 6:03
Mrs. Hartmann said that there were some additions and deletions to the agenda, which were the addition of the Napavine Interlocal Agreement and the deletion of the SEPA report regarding the Colvin project. Mrs. Simon motioned to set the Agenda and Consent Agenda with additions and deletions and Mrs. Mcarron seconded. Question called and passed.
V   Treasurer Report   6:03
Mrs. Hartmann gave the Treasurer’s report. See attached.

Mr. Sasser commented on the lag time for the audit by the State Auditor’s Office. Getting behind on things was caused partly by COVID. 

Mrs. Hartmann also commented on the time we have spent helping out the City of Toledo and right now it is running about four to eight hours a month and she has been billing them. Mr. Sasser said this was less time than he had been anticipating.

VI  Staff and Committee Reports   6:06
A. Public Works – Mr. Randall Sasser
Mr. Sasser commented that he was so happy a month ago because we had a gentleman that was certified to run the plant and then he left, and we are starting over again. The good news is that today he has hired someone, and he will start on the process of getting his certificate. He said this is his number one priority. Mr. Sasser said whatever it takes to get him certified. Comments followed.
Mrs. Mcarron commented that we keep getting people into the position and getting their certification and then they walk out on us, is there any way we can put them under contract to at least provide us with a year of service after they have gotten their certification or is that something against the union. Mr. Sasser said that is a union thing. Comments followed regarding why this has been an issue. Mrs. Mcarron asked what we can do to get these people to stay, and Mrs. Hartmann said it is even really hard to get applications sent in. More comments and discussion.
Mr. Sasser said we have also hired another person who will be doing mostly all the mowing and weed eating. We have a lot of things that need to be done in the park.

B. Law Enforcement -   Officer Honcoop
Officer Honcoop said that first thing is the 4th of July coming up and what we are going to need from the police department. They are all basically new, Cole Cournyer is the acting Police Chief. They are just trying to see what will be needed. Mr. Sasser asked if he was available next Monday at 6 pm for a meeting where they will have more information. Some discussion followed.
They now have three reserve officers and two full-time officers.

Mr. Sasser said he does appreciate the presence of the force here. Officer Honcoop said in three days he pulled over 35 people. He said it was all educational and he did not give one ticket. Comments followed. Mr. Sasser commented that if anyone thought the city gets a lot of money from this, the city may only get about $2 from a ticket.

Officer Honcoop said they have approached other entities to come and help us with our festivals.

Mrs. Minnear then commented that they will again be staffing the office here in Mossyrock with the auxiliary people. This will start in July on the Wednesday from 10 to 2. As of yesterday, they have two new auxiliary personnel.

C.  Parks – Mr. Sasser
Mr. Sasser said he did not know if anyone had noticed but they have started pouring concrete out in front of the stage is looking really good. Tomorrow, Mrs. Hartmann confirmed that they will be pouring more concrete about 2 pm. This will be the last part of the seating area and then we will work on getting the big slab area poured. He feels it really looks good and then we will work on the walkways.
The ditch witch is being delivered Friday to go ahead and do the ditches for the five new power points that will be going in the park, this will be another 200 amps out there. This will give us nine different power points. 

Mrs. Mcarron asked what the big blue tube was out in the park and Mr. Sasser said that is for the greased pole climb that we had last year for the Hispanic Festival, and we just decided to leave it.

D. Planning Commission – Mrs. Manley

Mrs. Manley said she just received the Impact Fee ordinance back from the attorney and she has inserted an amended fee schedule and she needs to review it with Mr. Sasser. She commented on other ordinances that may need to be amended as well. She said there may be two or three ordinances that may need to be done because she is expecting the Smith annexation to be finalized in the next month which would be in July. Comments followed.
They had the planned growth meeting today and they are moving forward with that, and we should be receiving any time now the grant letter for this project. This is the $100,000 grant. They will not be meeting for the month of July. Comments followed.
The Colvin’s got the final approval from the city so they can take their stuff to the county.
Mr. Sasser said that the spec house behind the community center were sent a letter a while ago reminding them about their container and since the project is almost done, we will send them another letter reminding them that the container will have to be removed soon.

 Public Comment on Agenda Items   6:24
Mr. Sasser asked for any comments and Mr. Rose asked about an update on the paving, and Mr. Sasser said he knows it has been awarded but we have not seen any dates yet.
Mr. Sasser then commented on the fire hydrant project and told everyone that if they thought those were fire hydrants on Williams, they are not fire hydrants but are considered pumping stations from back in 1948. A total of four in front of`the school and one at the corner of Court and Main. Mr. Sasser explained that they are presently locating  the shut off valves so that the whole city will not be affected by the work to be done.

Mrs. Mcarron asked if someone had been tightening the tops of the fire hydrants down because they have had issues unlocking the hydrants and Mr. Sasser said he was not aware of anyone doing so. Discussion followed.

District Court and Establishing Court with the City of Napavine
Mr. Sasser commented on the ordinance that we have been talking about for the last six

months. The switchover is at the end of this month. Mrs. Mcarron motioned to approve 

Ordinance 506, Mrs. Minnear said she had a question about a section that she did not 

understand, it was under the appointment of the judge in section 2.12.030 on page 2. Mrs.

Hartmann explained that this was all sort of together in regard to the judge’s contract and 

the attorney’s contract so it will be explained more later. Mrs. Hartmann said we needed a 

second and Mrs. Minnear seconded the motion. Question called and passed.

B.
Interlocal Agreement between Napavine and the City of Mossyrock

Mr. Sasser said we almost have to talk about all three of these at the same time because they are all interwoven. In the interlocal agreement with Napavine we have a case charge, on page 3 of 7, it talks about the filing fees are. There are some typos on this that will be corrected but the amount is $25 for the filing fee for infractions and for criminal it is $65. Mrs. Hartmann corrected Mr. Sasser and the criminal is only $60. Mrs. Hartmann said that this is basically what we are paying Lewis County right now. Mrs. Hartmann also pointed out that under G and the accounting, the last line which she read was to be deleted. She said we pay this, they do not.

Mrs. Hartmann said we are working together with the City of Morton and Mr. Sasser said Pe Ell is also part of this program. 

Mr. Sasser said we can either approve this with the typos that need to be made or have the typos corrected and then call an emergency meeting before the end of the month. This has to be done by the end of the month. Mrs. Mcarron said that if everyone is ok with this, she motioned to accept the Interlocal Agreement with the City of Napavine and Mossyrock with corrections and Mr. Sasser commented that this was put together by our attorney Ms. Jay. Mrs. Simon seconded. Question called and passed.

C.
Public Defender Contract and Judges Contract

Mr. Sasser moved to the Public Defender contract. He commented that the rate is $300 

with Mr. Enbody. Mrs. Mcarron commented that we have to provide a public defender 

for those who cannot afford an attorney. Comments followed.
Mr. Sasser then explained a little more regarding the costs that are incurred when 

someone is arrested and some of the differences between what the county judges do and 

what the Napavine judge will do. 
Mr. Sasser then explained that the judges’s contract will be on a six-month trial and will 

be reassessed to see if the amount for the judge will be lowered. Comments and 

discussion followed.

Mrs. Hartmann then explained that any stay of individuals at the county jail costs us over 

$75 a day so if the county judges want to throw the book at someone, we are paying for 

that and not only are we paying for that, we are also paying for any medical that they may 

require. So, if somebody gets super sick, we pick up the bill.

Mrs. Minnear asked if she could read the section that has her confused, and she did. It 

was in regard to the judge’s contract. Mr. Sasser tried to explain to her what it meant
which will help us to reevaluate the circumstances.

Comments and questions came from those in attendance and Mr. Sasser explained it as 

best as possible. We do have the option to go back if this program does not work out as it 

was planned. Different scenarios were discussed and Mr. Sasser and Officer Honcoop 

tried to answer as best as possible. Discussion followed.
Mrs. Mcarron made the motion to accept the contract for the Municipal Court Judge 
Services with Allen Unzelman. Mrs. Simon seconded the motion. Question called and passed.
Mrs. Mcarron then made another motion to accept the contract with the Public Defender and Mrs. Simon seconded this motion as well. Question called and passed. 

Mr. Sasser said he really appreciates getting comments from the audience.

Other Items -
6:47
Mr. Sasser said he had a plaque he was going to present to the DeGoede family but none of them were able to show up so he read the inscription and will get the plaque to them later.
Some discussion on the sale of their property but no real information on what the status of the property being sold is.

It was asked if we could put something up on the reader board and Mr. Sasser said he did not see anything wrong with this.

Mr. Sasser then introduced Kathryn Jarboe who had some information she wanted to share with the council. Mrs. Jarboe then explained how they discovered pickle ball and some of the history behind the sport. She said it is her recommendation to look into having pickle ball courts set up here in Mossyrock, two or three would be nice. With the local tourists coming through, we may even want to consider having pickle ball tournaments. It is a real family sport; all ages are playing. Mr. Sasser said what was interesting and exciting about this is that we had already started discussing this over a year ago. We are looking at the upcoming grants to be applied for. 
Others in the audience commented in a positive way toward having this kind of venue in our community.

Mr. Sasser said that there are grants that we are looking at out there. He also commented on other venues we could host while trying to improve our park. Comments and discussion followed.

Then Mr. Sasser asked who all were in attendance this evening.

Officer Honcoop, Paul and Irvina West, Buddy Rose, Marcia Manley, Doug and Terry Right, Lisa Strahlam, Dori and Ed Lenz, Doug and Kathryn Jarboe, Tim and Brenda Roberts.

Mrs. Jarboe then commented about the work Mr. Sasser has done for the town and getting lights for the park. He also commented on the people who work with him to make this happen. Comments and discussion followed. 

It was then asked and commented on if the city had considered a general theme for the main street here where all the businesses are. It has been discussed in the past but not everyone is on the same page. More discussion and comments.

Then Mr. Rose commented on the Historical Society and the possible purchase of a location for a museum which is Panner Hall. Discussion and comments followed.
