
MOSSYROCK CITY COUNCIL MEETING

March 15, 2023
I     Call to Order 

The Council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:00 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II.   Pledge of Allegiance
III   Roll Call – 6:01
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Angie Hartmann. Council Members: Bea Minnear, Juliana Simon, Shannon Mcarron and Craig Byrum. City Attorney, Marissa Jay present. Excused Absence: Teresa Quinlan.  Excused: City Engineer. 
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

IV   Setting of Agenda and Consent Agenda 6:02
Mrs. Hartmann said that before the Setting of the Agenda, there is one addition to the Consent Agenda and that is to add the minutes of the Open Public Hearing held on February 15th on the Franchise Agreement with Astound Broadband. 

Mrs. Mcarron motioned to set the Agenda and Consent Agenda in its entirety Mr. Byrum seconded. Question called and passed.
V   Treasurer Report   6:03
Mrs. Hartmann gave Treasurer’s report. See attached.
Mr. Sasser added that the $5,000 grant that we get each year, last year it was used to pay a portion of the radar sign we got in front of the school and on Mossyrock Road West. Since we moved the sign on Mossyrock Road West, the first time someone pushed it over with their vehicle. This time we moved it to a different location and it will not get pushed over, but he thinks it has definitely helped in reducing the speed in the area.

As far as the walkway in the park, we look at safety not only in the park but the rest of the city as well. We get feedback from the community to see what would make things better in the park.

VI  Staff and Committee Reports   6:07
A. Public Works – Mr. Sasser 

Mr. Sasser went over the report given by the public works staff and commented that if you have never been to the sewer treatment plant you need to take a tour of it. If anyone wants to do that, check with city hall so you can get a full understanding of what happens if something should go down. Discussion on the cleaning of the tanks. Has not been done in over 40 years. Our tanks are in good shape which was good to hear.

Also this month we had a company come to inspect our old reservoir up on the hill, off of Coleman. We have two reservoirs there, back from the 40s. They are inspected internally and externally. If there is silt inside it is vacuumed out but there was none. The reservoirs are in excellent condition. They will be put on a 10-year plan. Nothing was done with the new reservoir.

The city used 2.6 million gallons of water last month. We run about a 30% loss and are constantly working on locating leaks with the new system of meter reads. The system is able to let us know when there are leaks on peoples’ properties which helps us to keep track of lost waters.
The new storm drain in the park to accommodate the flow of storm water from Meadow Lane area, parts are ordered and it should be completed within the next two or three weeks.

We still have potholes which is a constant thing. Let us know if you come across one.

Next year hopefully we can do some regrinds within the city. Hopefully we can get a grant for that next year. 
B. Law Enforcement -   Chief Morningstar
Chief Morningstar went over his report regarding police staffing and call outs. Spoke about the new resource office who finished training.

Mrs. Hartmann asked who the officer was that was on duty on Sunday because she watched him pull some people over and give them warnings for whatever he stopped them for. It really got people’s attention.

Mr. Sasser asked if there was any uptick in calls or have they seen a change in things. Chief said they were about the same. Some discussion followed.
C. Planning Commission – Mrs. Manley

Mrs. Manley said there was nothing exciting. Their next meeting is March 28th.
They talked about a pass-through ordinance, and she explained about that a little bit. Pass-through engineering fees, contract from Napavine, and administrative fees. Ms. Jay said she has the new forms for Napavine, and she will send that on to Mrs. Manley.

Mrs. Manley said they had a lot of new building permits and applications this last month. Last year we had eight, this year we have a few. There is the mobile home park across from the Shell station which is upgrading their usage of lots. The owner is trying to improve the park. Discussion followed.

On Hope Street, full of blackberries taking over a property and the homeowner is trying to take care of it. Continued discussion on other properties being looking at.

Citizen’s Advisory Committee met on March 6th, went very well and got a lot of good feedback. There were about 12 people present. This is all a planning process.
Mrs. Manley asked how to get the agendas posted on line for people to see before the meeting and Mrs. Hartmann said that our IT team does it because she does not have time. 

Mrs. Hartmann will check with Toledo and who does their website.

Mr. Sasser then commented on the DeGoede’s shutting down permanently in June and that some of the employees have already found other jobs and will be commuting and is not sure how long that will last. At some time in June, we will see how many people actually leave. The move in and move outs are consistent, but the school has an increase in students and are going to be bringing some portable classrooms.

A.
Termination of Interlocal Agreement with County District Court
Mr. Sasser said he had legal with us tonight to help with any questions. 

Ms. Jay commented about an ongoing issues with the public defenders wanting more money and they have asked to move from $240 to $400 for representation. She explained some of the issues. Mr. Sasser then tried to explain what the city pays for. This is with the district court. Ms. Jay then explained who the judge is that takes most of the cases. Discussion followed.

Before any contracts can be signed by the City of Mossyrock and either the City of Winlock or Napavine, the contract with the District Court has to be terminated. We would be covered to June 30th. A new ordinance would need to be created. More discussion followed.
Mrs. Mcarron asked about restraining orders and who they would go through and how Chief Morningstar felt regarding this and Chief Morningstar said there should not be a problem, Discussion continued.

Mrs. Minnear asked about the different services associated with the agreement and Ms. Jay said all the other services will be separated just like they are now. Mrs. Minnear had some other questions which Ms. Jay addressed. Discussion followed.
The contracts were not being voted on, just the letter to terminate services with the District Court. Discussion followed.

Mrs. Mcarron asked how long it would take to switch things from one entity to another. It would start on July 1st. Termination notice needs to be done by March 31st. Mrs. Mcarron said she did not think we should sign a termination letter till we got some more numbers on what the costs would be. Mrs. Mcarron asked if the letter could be rescinded if there was a hick up and things did not work out. Ms. Jay said that District Court has already put out a new contract which is basically the same, the only difference is that they want higher fees for the public defender attorneys. Mr. Sasser asked the council members what they need to possibly move this forward and Mrs. Mcarron said she needs to know the cost involved. Discussion followed.
Since there is more discussion needed, a special meeting needs to be held before the end of the month. Ms. Jay commented on how this needs to be handled. 
A special meeting will be set for March 29th at 6 pm, so discussion was tabled till March 29th. 
Mrs. Mcarron motioned to table the termination of the District Court Services and Mr. Byrum seconded. Question called and passed.
