
MOSSYROCK CITY COUNCIL MEETING

October 18, 2023
I     Call to Order 

The Council meeting was called to order at approximately 6:34 p.m. by Mayor Randall Sasser.
II.   Pledge of Allegiance
III   Roll Call – 6:35
Present were Mayor Randall Sasser, Treasurer Angie Hartmann, Council Members: Bea Minnear, Juliana Simon, Craig Byrum and Teresa Quinlan. Excused Absence: Shannon Mcarron.  Excused: City Engineer and City Attorney. 
Mr. Sasser said we have a quorum.

IV   Setting of Agenda and Consent Agenda 6:35
Agenda and Consent Agenda for August and September and Vouchers were done by Mrs. Minnear and Mrs. Mcarron. Mr. Byrum motioned to set the agenda for October 18, 2023, and Mrs. Simon seconded. Question called and passed.
V   Treasurer Report   6:36
Mrs. Hartmann gave the Treasurer’s report. See attached.

Mr. Sasser commented on the dance floor and walkway in the park and some of the other upgrades we made such as the electrical upgrades. The benefits from that is we added five more RV hookups, not necessarily for RV hookups but this allows us to help more vendors have access to power. In the past we have had to rent generators to produce enough power and/or spider boxes and electrical cords to run power to the vendors and still having problems. This year we had zero electrical problems and we had 54 vendors out there. Talking from the MAAL side, it was really a huge benefit to what they did. Looking to the future, now speaking from the mayor’s side, looking at what we can utilize the park for the other ten months of the year. Adding these RV hookups, we could do dry camping during peak times of the year. Comments followed.
By making the walkways around the park, he would anticipate is that we will get more people who can walk out there who have had troubles in the past. More comments followed.

Mr. Sasser also commented that the dance floor and seating area in front of the amphitheater were a huge success.

Mr. Rose asked if the fireworks people were coming back but Mr. Sasser did not know. We will check on that. Comments followed.
Then Mr. Sasser commented on the Ecology grant and the process of that. Discussion followed.

VI  Staff and Committee Reports   6:47
A. Law Enforcement -   Chief Cournyer
Mr. Sasser reviewed the information sent over by Chief Cournyer and gave his appreciation as to Chief Cournyer taking the position. He called early and could not come because of some other commitments. Mr. Sasser asked if the reports could be read Morton/Mossyrock Reports. Then Mr. Sasser commented on the rest of the report.
Mr. Sasser also asked Chief Cournyer to take care of the red car in the parking lot.

In the report Mr. Sasser noticed that they did write up two violations.

B. Public Works – Mr. Randall Sasser
Mr. Sasser commented that things are moving along. He is hoping that they will be doing the striping later on this week. This will also help with the pothole situation in the city. We got the hydrants done as well.
C. Parks – Mr. Sasser said not much is going on this winter.
Mrs. Manley commented that the plants at the memorial park would need to be taken out for the winter. Concrete will be worked on this coming spring.

Veterans will be having a memorial on the 7th of December, Pearl Harbor Day and there will be a veteran’s dinner on Veteran’s Day.
D. Planning Commission – Mrs. Manley

Mrs. Manley said there were no projects to be considered. They did talk about some of the GMA updates. Also, the grant for the Dept of Commerce and also the check list they require. They had some discussion on the UGA. More comments followed.
She suggested a workshop for next month in regard to things that people may know about. Mr. Sasser suggested we do it in December since next month we will be finalizing our budget.
